Amending the act approved May 29, 1945 (P. L. 1108), entitled 

"An act authorizing the establishment, construction and main­
tenance of limited access highways and local service highways; 
and providing for closing certain highways; providing for the 
taking of private property and for the payment of damages 
therefor; providing for sharing the costs involved and for the 
control of traffic thereover; providing penalties, and making 
an appropriation," by expressly authorizing the lighting of lim­
ited access highways. 

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn­
sylvania hereby enacts as follows: 

Section 1. Section 10 of the act of May 29, 1945 (P. L. 
1108), entitled ''An act authorizing the establishment, 
construction and maintenance of limited access highways 
and local service highways ; and providing for closing 
certain highways; providing for the taking of private 
property and for the payment of damages therefor; pro­
viding for sharing the costs involved and for the control 
of .traffic thereover; providing penalties, and making 
an appropriation,'' is amended to read: 

Section 10. Maintenance of a limited access highway 
shall include the removal of snow, the maintenance of 
curbs, shoulders, ditches and slope areas and may include 
the lighting of the highway or any part thereof and the 
planting and trimming of trees, grasses, shrubs and 
vines on the right of way or slope areas.
