Section 2. Section 7 of the act is amended to read :

Section 7. Any person or persons conducting or car-
rying on any business in this Commonwealth who in
compliance with the provisions of this act have or may
hereafter file an application, as herein provided, in the
office of the Secretary of the Commonwealth and in the
office of the prothonotary shall, upon the dissolution of
any such business, or upon his or their withdrawal from
such business, file a statement of cancellation or with-
drawal, as the case may be, and shall thereupon have the
right to require the Secretary of the Commonwealth and
the prothonotary in whose office such application was
filed to cancel such application, if the business has been
dissolved, or to make a notation on the margin of the
book in which such application was entered to the effect
that he or they are no longer connected with or interested
in such business, if he or they have withdrawn from the
business: Provided, however, That if the entry or re-
cording of such application be by microfilming or other
photographic process then the statement of cancellation
or withdrawal shall be entered or recorded in like manner
as a separate instrument. The Secretary of the Com-
monwealth and the prothonotary shall each forthwith
issue a certificate of cancellation or withdrawal.

for the protection of the public safety; regulating the use of
highways, and the operation of vehicles, tractors, street cars,
trackless trolley omnibuses, bicycles, pedestrians, and the riding
of animals upon the highways of this Commonwealth; provid-
ing for the titling, including liens, encumbrances, and legal
claims; registration of certain vehicles and licensing the oper-
ators thereof, upon payment of prescribed fees; prescribing and
limiting the powers of local authorities to deal with the subject
matter of this act; conferring powers and imposing duties upon
the Department of Revenue, the Department of Highways,
peace officers, mayors, burgesses, magistrates, aldermen, justices
of the peace, the courts and the clerks thereof, owners of ve-
hicles, and garage keepers; providing that records are admissible
as evidence; imposing upon owners, counties, cities, boroughs,
incorporated towns, townships, within the Commonwealth, lia-
