five taxpayers of the township asking for such appoint-
ment. The amount paid to the certified public account-
ant in any year shall not exceed the maximum allowed
by law to be paid to the township auditors in such year,
unless the payment of an additional amount is approved
by the court. When a certified public accountant ts
appointed as herein provided, the township auditors shall
not audit, settle or adjust the accounts audited by such
appointee but shall perform the other duties of their
office.

When a certified public accountant is employed under
the provisions of this clause, the certified public atcount-
ant shall have the powers given to the auditors under
sections 545, 546 and 551 of this act. .They shall per-
form the duties of the auditors as provided in section 547.
They shall be subject to the same penalties to which the
auditors are subject under section 549.

The report of the certified public accountant is subject
to appeals the same as reports of auditors under sections
553, 554, 555, 556, 557, 558, 559, 560, 561, 562 and 563
of this act.
