The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn­
sylvania hereby enacts as follows: 

Section 1. Section 515, act of May 1, 1933 (P. L. 
103), known as "The Second Class Township Code," 
reenacted and amended July 10, 1947 (P. L. 1481), and 
amended June 1, 1956 (P. L. 2021), is amended to read: 

Section 515. Compensation of Supervisors.-Super­
visors shall receive from the general township fund, as 
compensation, not less than four dollars nor more than 
eight dollars for each meeting which they attend. The 
amount of the compensation for attending meetings shall 
be determined by the township auditors. The compen­
sation of supervisors, when acting as superintendents, 
roadmasters or laborers, shall be :fixed by the township 
auditors either per hour, per day, per week, semi­
monthly or monthly, which compensation shall not ex­
ceed compensation paid in the locality for similar serv­
ices, and such other reasonable compensation for the use 
of a passenger car, or a two-axled four-wheeled motor 
truck having a chassis weight of less than two thousand 
pounds and a maximum gross weight of five thousand 
pounds, when required and actually used for the trans­
portation of road and bridge laborers and their hand 
tools and for the distribution of cinders and patching 
material from a stock pile, as the auditors shall deter­
mine and approve; but no supervisor shall receive com­
pensation as a superintendent or roadmaster for any day 
he receives compensation for attending a meeting of . 
supervisors, unless such meeting is held during the 
nighttime.

Authorizing the Department of Highways, with the approval of 
the Governor, to erect and maintain a bridge over the Clarion 
River, in Jefferson County, at a point on State Route 899 in 
the general area of the Village of Clarington, and to provide 
the necessary approaches and connections with State Route 899, 
and making an appropriation therefor. 

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn­
sylvania hereby enacts as follows 

Section 1. The Department of Highways, with the 
approval of the Governor, is authorized to erect and con­
struct a bridge over the Clarion River, in J e:fferson 
County, at a point on State Route 899 in the general 
area of the Village of Clarington, and to acquire the 
necessary land for approaches thereto. The Department

of Highways shall expend so much as shall be necessary . 
in the erection and construction of the bridge. 

Section. 2. In the construction of the bridge and the 
approaches thereto and connections with existing State 
Route 899, the Department of Highways shall have all 
of the powers and authority conferred with respect to 
the relocation, widening or construction of State high­
ways, including the exercise of the power of eminent 
domain. .Any damages sustained by reason of taking 
property in the location, widening or construction of 
any such bridge, the approaches thereto and connections 
with State Route 899, shall be ascertained in accordance 
with laws applicable to the ascertainment of damages in 
relocating, widening or constructing State highways, and 
such damages, when ascertained, shall be paid by the 
Commonwealth or county or counties as may be agreed 
upon in accordance with the laws relating to State 
highways. 

The Department of Highways shall have authority to 
make and carry out and to do every other act necessary 
to carry out the project herein authorized. 

Section 3. .After the completion of the bridge and 
the approaches thereto, they shall be reconstructed and 
maintained by the Department of Highways in accord­
ance with present or future laws governing the recon­
struction and maintenance of State highways. 

Section 4. This act shall take effect immediately.

.AN ACT 

Amending the act of May 4, 1927 (P. L. 519), entitled "An act 
concerning boroughs, and revising, amending, and consolidating 
the law relating to boroughs," authorizing boroughs to appro­
priate funds for certain civic observances. 

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn­
sylvania hereby enacts as follows: 

Section 1. Section 1202, act of May 4, 1927 (P. L. 
519), known as ''The Borough Code,'' reenacted, 
amended and revised July 10, 1947 (P. L. 1621), is 
amended by adding, at the end, a new clause to read: 

Section 1202. Specific Powers.-The powers of the 
borough shall be vested in the corporate officers. They 
shall have power:
