of the service credited to him under the Public School
Employes’ Retirement System, and who has had credit
for such previous service transferred to his credit in the
State Employes’ Retirement System may, within the pe-
riod of six months from the effective date of this act,
request, in writing, the Public School Employes’ Re-
tirement Board to reallow credit for such service upon
transfer from the State Employes’ Retirement System
of all sums paid into the State Employes’ Retirement
System by or on account of such previous service.

Section 2. Any officer or employe of the Pennsyl-
vania State University who is a eontributor to the State
Employes’ Retirement System on the effective date of
this act and who as an employe under the public school
system of this Commonwealth made contributions and
on account of whose service contributions were made by
the State and by any school district to the Public School
Employes’ Retirement Fund on account of the service
credited to him under the Public School Employes’ Re-
tirement System within the period of six months from
the effective date of this act may request, in writing, the
Public School Employes’ Retirement Board to allow the
transfer of his membership to the Public School Em-
ployes’ Retirement System with credit for such service
as had been credited to him in the State Employes’ Re-
tirement System, provided there is transferred all accu-
mulated deductions standing to his eredit and such
amount of reserve as may be carried on account of his
membership in the Contingent Reserve Account or the
State Annuity Reserve Account No. 2 as the case may be.

AN ACT

Authorizing corporations subject to the Corporation Amendment
Act of one thousand eight hundred and eighty-three, to restate
their articles of incorporation in their entirety.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. Any corporation subject to the act of June
13, 1883 (P. L. 122), known as the Corporation Amend-
ment Act of one thousand eight hundred and eighty-
three and its amendments, is hereby authorized, in the
manner provided therein, to restate its articles of incor-
poration in their entirety. The restated articles shall
state the location and post office address of the corpora-
tion’s current instead of its initial registered office in
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this Commonwealth, and shall state the names and ad-
dresses of the first directors and the incorporators and
the number and class of shares subscribed for by the
incorporators. Articles of incorporation so restated shall
be the articles of incorporation of the corporation for
all purposes.

AN ACT

Amending the act of April 12, 1951 (P. L. 90), entitled “An act
relating to alcoholic liquors, alcohol and malt and brewed bev-
erages; amending, revising, consolidating and changing the laws
relating thereto; regulating and restricting the manufacture,
purchase, sale, possession, consumption, importation, transporta~
tion, furnishing, holding in bond, holding in storage, traffic in
and use of alcoholic liquors, alcohol and malt and brewed
beverages and the persons engaged or employed therein; defin-
ing the powers and duties of the Pennsylvania Liquor Control
Board; providing for the establishment and operation of State
liquor stores, for the payment of certain license fees to the re-
spective municipalities and townships, for the abatement of
certain nuisances and, in certain cases, for search and seigure
without warrant; prescribing penalties and forfeitures; provid-
ing for local option, and repealing existing laws,” prohibiting
the cashing of unemployment compensation or any other types
of relief checka.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. Clause (15) of section 493, act of April
12, 1951 (P. L. 90), known as the ‘‘Liquor Code,”’
amended January 14, 1952 (P. L. 1865), is amended to
read :

Section 493. Unlawful Acts Relative to Liquor, Malt
and Brewed Beverages and Licensees.—The term ‘‘li-
censee,”’ when used in this section shall mean those per-
sons licensed under the provisions of Article IV. unless
the context clearly indicates otherwise.

It shall be unlawful—

(15) Cashing Pay Roll, [and] Public Assistance, Un-
employment Compensation or Any Other Relief Checks.
For any licensee or his servants, agents or employes to
cash pay roll checks or to cash, receive, handle or nego-
tiate in any way Public Assistance, Unemployment Com-
pensation or any other relief checks.
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Section 2. This act shall take effect immediately.
