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process, and providing penalties,'' as amended by sec­
tion one, paragraph seven of the act, approved the 
twenty-first day of .April, one thousand nine hundred 
and twenty-one (Pamphlet Laws 245), exoepting such 
officers and employes of the Department of Public In­
struction, State Teachers' Colleges, Thaddeus Stevens 
Trade School, Pennsylvania State Oral School for the 
Deaf and Pennsylvania Soldiers' Orphan School as are 
not members of or who may withdraw from the public 
school employes' retirement association provided by said 
act; and no member shall be deprived of credit for prior 
service as a State employe because of the fact that such 
service was rendered while he or she was a member of 
the public school employes' retirement association and 
that all service credited as a member of the public school 
employes' retirement system will be considered as hav­
ing been rendered as a State employe. The rates of de­
duction from salaries of such officers and employes to 
the State Employes' Retirement Fund shall be deter­
mined by the age at which the employe began to con­
tribute to the Public School Employes' Retirement 
Fund.

.A.N .A.CT 

Amending the act of August 9, 1955 (P. L. 323), entitled "An act 
relating to counties of the third, fourth, fifth, sixth, seventh and 
eighth classes; amending, revising, consolidating and changing 
the laws relating thereto," providing rooms for use of the Dis­
abled American Veterans and the Military Order of the Purple 
Heart and for their membership on the board of control. 

The General .Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn­
sylvania hereby enacts as follows: 

Section 1. Section 2362, act of .August 9, 1955 (P. L. 
323), known as "The County Code," amended January 
24, 1956 (P. L. 929), is amended to read: 

Section 2362. Plan of Hall; Special Rooms to be 
Provided.-(a) Such memorial hall shall be in honor of 
the soldiers, sailors and marines from said county, who 
served in the .Army and Navy of the United States in 
any war in which the United States has been or may 
hereafter be engaged. Such memorial halls shall each 
contain one large assembly room, or auditorium for pub­
lic meetings of the· soldiers, sailors and marines of such 
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county, which may be used also for other public meet­
ings and patriotic gatherings by the consent of the board 
of control herein provided for. 

(b) Such memorial hall shall also contain rooms for 
meetings of Posts of the Grand Army of the Republic, 
encampments of the Union Veterans Legion, commanders 
of the Loyal Legion, camps of the Sons of Veterans, 
Women's Relief Corps, Ladies of the Grand Army of 
the Republic, chapters of the Daughters of the Revolu­
tion, the American Gold Star Mothers, Inc., organiza­
tions of the Spanish-American War and Philippine In­
surrection, the American Legion, Veterans of Foreign 
Wars, Disabled American Veterans, Military O'T"_der of 
the Purple Heart and organizations of veterans of all 
other wars in which the United States has or may be en­
gaged, and also rooms for meetings of ladies' auxiliaries 
of posts, encampments, camps and organizations for 
which rooms for meetings may be contained in the 
memorial hall, and also rooms for such committees of 
public defense and welfare as may be created by the 
Commonwealth, or as may be approved by the board of 
control hereinafter provided for. 

( c) Such memorial halls shall also provide room for 
the display and preservation of relics and trophies of 
all wars in which the United States has been or may be 
engaged, photographs, paintings and portraits, busts and 
statues of the soldiers, sailors and marines of the said 
counties, and mural tablets upon which shall be inscribed 
the names of such soldiers, sailors and marines. Such 
memorial halls shall also contain waiting and rest rooms 
with lavatories attached. 

Section 2. Section 2363 of the act is amended to 
read: 

Section 2363. Board of Control.-(a) A board of 
control is hereby created, which shall have charge of all 
matters relating to such memorial hall and shall have 
the care thereof. The board shall be composed of one 
member chosen by members of camps of Spanish­
American War Veterans, one member chosen by mem­
bers of the Veterans of Foreign Wars, one member 
chosen by members of the American Legion, [and] one 
member chosen by the American War Veterans of World 
War II (AMVETS), one member chosen by the Dis­
abled American Veterans, and one member chosen by 
the Military Order of the Purple Heart.· The judges of 
the court of commo~ pleas and the board of commis­
sioners shall be ex-officio members of the board of con­
trol. The selected members of the board shall serve one 
year, when their successors shall be selected. Vacancies 
occurring shall be :filled by the board for the unexpired 
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term of the member whose death, resignation or removal 
caused the vacancy. 

(b) This section shall not apply to any county in 
which there has been created by existing law a similar 
board of control, and any references to the board of 
control in this subdivision shall be inapplicable in so 
far as they are inconsistent with the provisions of such 
law. ·

AN ACT 

Amending the act of May 19, 1887 (P. L. 138), entitled "An act 
providing for payment of costs in criminal cases by the proper 
county," providing for payments to constables. 

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn­
sylvania hereby enacts as follows: 

Section 1. Section 3, act of May 19, 1887 (P. L. 138), 
entitled ''An act providing for payment of costs in crim­
inal cases by the proper county,'' amended August 26, 
1953 (P. L. 1451), is amended to read: 

Section 3. All costs payable by a county to any al­
derman [or], justice of the peace or constable pursuant 
to the provisions of this act shall be due and payable to 
such alderman, [or] justice of the peace or constable 
within thirty days of the end of the calendar month in 
which transcripts were filed: Provided, That such pay­
ment shall in no way alter any rights of such county 
to reimbursement for such costs. 

Section 2. This act shall take effect immediately.
