Amending the act of June 23, 1931 (P. L. 932), entitled “An act
relating to cities of the third class; and amending, revising, and
consolidating the law relating thereto,” authorizing the mayor
or any alderman to hear and determine violations of certain
ordinances, and to impose penalties.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. Clause 22 of section 2403, act of June 23,
1931 (P. L. 932), known as ‘‘The Third Class City
Code,”’ reenacted and amended June 28, 1951 (P. L.
662), is amended to read: '

Section 2403. Specific Powers.—In addition to other
powers granted by this aet, the council of each ecity
shall have power by ordinance:

22. Police Protection, Et Cetera, Parks, Et Cetera;
Commitment of Professional Thieves.—To establish and
enforce suitable police regulations for the protection of
persons and property at public squares, parks, depots,
depot grounds, and other places of public resort, owned,
controlled or managed by the city or an agency or bu-
reau thereof, whether within or without the city, in
whole or in part, and for the arrest and commitment of
professional thieves, and suspicious persons found in
any part of the city who can give no reasonable account
of themselves. The mayor or any alderman of the city
shall have jurisdiction to hear and determine violations
of such ordinances and to impose any judgment or pen-
alty therefor as provided in such ordinances.

Amending the act of May 1, 1929 (P. L. 905), entitled “An act
for the protection of the public safety; regulating the use of
highways, and the operation of vehicles, tractors, street cars,
