superintendent or school district of the third class hav­
ing no district superintendent or associate superintend­
ent may elect a district or associate superintendent, be­
fore the regular time fixed for the election of district or 
associate superintendent [in the manner herein provided 
and he]. The election need not be held on the second 
Tuesday of April as provided in section 1073 of this act, 
but may be held at any time. The district or associate 
superintendents so elected shall serve until the date 
when the terms of other district or associate superin­
tendents end. 

Section 2. This act shall take effect immediately.

Repealing the act of May 15, 1945 (P. L. 559), entitled "An act 
authorizing the Secretary of Property and Supplies to sell and 
convey a lot or piece of land in the borough of Edinboro, Erie 
County, Pennsylvania." 

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn­
sylvania hereby enacts as follows: 

Section 1. The act of May 15, 1945 (P. L. 559), en­
titled '' A.n act authorizing the Secretary of Property 
and Supplies to sell and convey a lot or piece of land 
in the borough of Edinboro, Erie County, Pennsyl­
vania, ' ' is repealed.

AN ACT 

Amending the act of January 26, 1956 (P. L. 955), entitled "An act 
authorizing and directing the Governor on behalf of the Com­
monwealth of Pennsylvania to execute an interstate compact 
concerning juveniles and for related purposes," authorizing and 
directing the Governor on behalf of the Commonwealth of 
Pennsylvania to execute an additional interstate compact con­
cerning juveniles. 

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn­
sylvania hereby enacts as follows: 
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LAWS OF PENNSYLVANIA, 

Section 1. Section 1, act of January 26, 1956 (P. L. 
955), entitled ''An act authorizing and directing the 
Governor on behalf of the Commonwealth of Pennsyl­
vania to execute an interstate compact concerning 
juveniles and for related purposes,'' is amended by add­
ing, at the end thereof, a new article to read: 

Section 1. The Governor is hereby authorized and 
directed to execute a compact on behalf of the Common­
wealth of Pennsylvania with any other state or states 
legally joining therein in form substantially as follows: 

INTERSTATE COMPACT ON JUVENILES 
The contracting states solemnly agree: 

* * • * • 
ARTICLE XVI. 

ADDITIONAL ART/OLE 

That this Article shall provide additional remedies 
and shall be binding only as among and between those 
party states which specifically execute the same. For 
the purposes of this Article, "child" as used herein 
means any minor within the jurisdictional age limits of 
any court in the home state. When any child is brought 
before a court of a state of which such child is not a 
resident and such state is willing to permit such child's 
return to the home state of such child, such home state, 
upon being so advised by the state in which such pro­
ceeding is pending, shall immediately institute proceed­
ings to determine the residence and jurisdictional facts 
as to suck child in such home state, and upon finding 
that such child is in fact a resident of said state and 
subject to the jurisdiction of the court thereof, shall, 
within five days, authorize the return of such child to 
the home state and to the parent or custodial agency 
legally authorized to accept such custody in such home 
state and at the expense of such home state to be paid 
from such funds as such home state may procure, desig­
nate or provide, prompt action being of the essence. 

Section 2. This act shall take effect immediately.
