imposing duties upon coroners, prothonotaries, clerks of or-
phang’ court, physicians, midwives and other persons; requiring
reports and certificates for the registration of vital statistics;
regulating the disposition of dead bodies; limiting the disclosure
of records; prescribing the sufficiency of vital statistics records
as evidence; prescribing fees and penalties; and revising and
consolidating the laws relating thereto,” providing for the is-
suance of miniature certifications of birth and the fee to be
paid therefor.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. The act of June 29, 1953 (P. L. 304),
known as the ‘‘Vital Statisties Law of 1953, is
amended by adding, after section 806, a new section to
read:

Section 806.1. Records: Miniature Certifications of
Birth. Upon application therefor and payment of a
fee of ome dollar ($1), the department shall issue to any
person whose original certificate of birth is on file in
this Commonwealth a miniature certification of the facts
of his birth. Such certification shall be approximately
two and one-half inches by four inches in size so that
may be conveniently carried for identification and proof
as to age. '

Section 2. - Subsection (a) of section 807 of the act
is amended to read:

Section 807. Records: Fees for Copies.—(a) [The]
Ezxcept as otherwise provided in this act, the Advisory
Health Board shall preseribe the fees to be paid by ap-
plicants for copies of vital statistics records or parts
thereof.
