Amending the act of June 24, 1931 (P. L. 1206), entitled "An act 
concerning townships of the first class; amending, revising, con­
solidating, and changing the law relating thereto," increasing 
the number of days for delegates to attend meetings of the 
State Association of Township Commissioners. 

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn­
sylvania hereby enacts as follows: 

Section 1. Section 622, act of June 24, 1931 (P. L. 
1206), known as ''The First Class Township Code,'' re­
enacted and amended May 27, 1949 (P. L. 1955), and 
amended September 7, 1955 (P. L. 563), is amended to 
read: 

Section 622. Expenses of Delegates Paid by Town­
ships.-Each delegate and other officer attending the an­
nual meeting of the State association shall be allowed for 
his expenses incurred in attending the meeting, twenty 
dollars per day for not more than [three] four days in­
cluding the time employed in traveling thereto and 
therefrom, together with eight cents per mile in going 
to and returning from the meeting. [The time spent in 
attending the meeting exclusive of the time employed 
in traveling shall not exceed three days.] These ex­
penses shall be paid by the respective townships.

AN ACT 

Amending the act of May 4, 1927 (P. L. 519), entitled "An act 
concerning boroughs, and revising, amending, and consolidating 
the law relating to boroughs,'' increasing the number of days 
for delegates to attend meetings of the State Association of 
Boroughs. 

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn­
sylvania hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. Section 1017, act of May 4, 1927 (P. L. 
519), known as ''The Borough Code,'' reenacted and 
amended July 10, 1947 (P. L. 1621), and amended De­
cember 15, 1955 (P. L. 874), is amended to read: 

Section 1017. State .Association of Boroughs.-The 
boroughs of the Commonwealth are authorized to organ­
ize a State .Association of Boroughs for the purpose of 
advancing the interests of the boroughs. Any borough 
may join the said association by motion of council and 
payment of the annual dues. Council may designate one 
or more delegates from the elected or appointed officials 
of the borough to attend the annual meeting of the as­
sociation, which shall be held in the Commonwealth in 
accordance with the procedure adopted by the associa­
tion. In addition to any compensation allowed by law 
each delegate shall be allowed for his expenses incurred 
in attending the meeting twenty dollars per day, to­
gether with eight cents per mile in going to and return­
ing from the meeting. The time spent in attending said 
meeting shall not be more than [three days exclusive of] 
four days, including the time employed in traveling 
thereto and therefrom. Each borough, becoming a mem­
ber of the association, shall pay such reasonable dues as 
may be fixed by the association, but such dues for bor­
oughs having a population of less than one thousand 
shall not exceed fifteen dollars. 

The dues and other revenues received by the associa­
tion shall be used to pay for services, publications and 
other expenses authorized or ratified by the association, 
or incurred in behalf of the association, by its officers 
and committees.
