AN ACT 

Amending the act of June 24, 1931 (P. L. 1206), entitled "An act 
concerning townships of the first class; amending, revising, con­
solidating and changing the law relating thereto," authorizing 
township commissioners to annually appropriate money for 
certain nursing services. 

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn­
sylvania hereby enacts as follows: 

Section 1. Section 1502, act of June 24, 1931 (P. L. 
1206), known as "The First Class Township Code," re­
enacted and amended May 27, 1949 (P. L. 1955), is 
amended by adding, after clause XLVII.I, a new clause 
to read: 

Section 1502. The corporate power of a township of 
the first class shall be vested in the board of township 
commissioners. The board shall have power-

•XLVII.Il. Appropriations for Community Nursing 

Services. To appropriate money annually towards any 
nonprofit associations or corporations which provide 
community nursing services for the control of communi­
cable disease, the immunization of children, the opera­
tion of child health centers (Well-Baby Clinics), in­
structive visits to mothers of new babies beginning in 
the prenatal period and family health guidance, includ­
ing nutrition, detection and correction of defects, all of 
which relate to the responsibilities of local boards of 
health. · 

Section 2. This act shall take effect immediately.
