In any proceedings under this section, the wife or any 
person having the care, custody, or control of minor 
children shall be a competent witness. 

As used in this section, the word ''children'' shall be 
limited to mean children under sixteen (16) years of 
age, and also such children over sixteen (16) and un­
der twenty-one (21) years of age, as by reason of in­
firmity are incapable of supporting themselves. "Sepa­
ration" or "nonsupport" shall include every case where 
a husband has caused his wife to leave him by conduct 
on his part which would be ground for divorce, or a 
father has neglected to provide for maintenance, sup­
port, and care of his wife or children or wife and 
children.

.AN .ACT 

Authorizing the Department of Property and Supplies, with the 
approval of the Governor, to sell and convey forty-five acres, 
more or less, of land and buildings comprising the Scotland 
School for Veterans' Children, situate in Greene Township, 
Franklin County. 

The General .Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn­
sylvania hereby enacts as follows: 

Section 1. The Department of Property and .Sup­
plies, with the approval of the Governor, is hereby 
authorized on behalf of the Commonwealth of Pennsyl­
vania to sell at public sale to the highest bidder the fol­
lowing described tract of land and buildings thereon 
comprising the Scotland School for Veterans' Children, 
situate in the Township of Greene, County of Franklin, 
and Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, bounded and de­
scribed as follows :

The deed or deeds of conveyance shall be 
approved by the Department of Justice, and shall be 
executed by the Secretary of Property and Supplies in 
the name of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania. 

Section 4. The money received by the Commonwealth 
as consideration for the sale or sales and conveyances 
shall be credited to the General Fund of the State 
Treasury. 

Section 5. This act shall take effect immediately.
