commissioners of the county are hereby authorized and 
directed to contribute the sum of seventy-five dollars 
($75) from the county funds towards the funeral ex­
penses of any widow of any male deceased service per­
son who, at the time of her death, had a legal residence 
in the county, whether or not she died in the county and 
whether or not she was buried in the county. The county 
commissioners shall not contribute any moneys toward 
the funeral expenses of any such widow of a deceased 
service person who had remarried after the death of such 
deceased service person, nor where the total expense of 
any such funeral shall exceed [six hundred dollars 
($600)] eight hundred dollars ($800), nor unless appli­
cation for the payment of such moneys shall be made 
within one year after the date of the death of such 
widow. 

Section 2111. Payment.- • • • 
( c) The application shall be on forms prescribed by 

the Department of Military Affairs, and shall set forth 
whether or not the funeral expenses have been paid. 
The application shall have attached thereto a certified 
copy of the death certificate, and an affidavit by the 
undertaker who had charge of the burial of the body to 
the effect that the undertaker did render such service 
and that the cost of burial did not exceed the sum of 
[six hundred dollars ($600)] eight hundred dollars 
($800}.

AN ACT 

Amending the act of June 24, 1939 (P. L. 872), entitled "An act 
to consolidate, amend and revise the penal laws of the Com­
monwealth," prohibiting engaging in the business of buying, 
selling, exchanging, trading, or otherwise dealing in new and 
used motor vehicles and trailers on Sunday. 

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn­
sylvania hereby enacts as follows: 

Section 1. The act of June 24, 1939 (P. L. 872), 
known as "The Penal Code" is amended by adding, 
after section 699.8, a new section to read: 

Section 699.9. Buying, Selling, Exchanging, Trad­
ing, or Otherwise Dealing in Motor Vehicles and Trail­
ers on Sunday.-The term "motor vehicle," as used in 
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LAWS OF PENNSYLVANIA, 

this section, shall mean every self-propelled device in, 
upon or by which any person or property is or may be 
transported or drawn on a public highway. 

The term "trailer," as used in this section, shall mean 
every vehicle, without motor power, designed to carry 
property or passengers or designed and used exclusively 
for living quarters wholly on its own structure, and to 
be drawn by a motor vehicle. 

Whoever engages in the business of buying, selling, 
exchanging, trading, or otherwise dealing in new or 
used, motor vehicles or trailers, on Sunday, shall, upon 
conviction thereof in a summary proceeding for the first 
offense, be sentenced to pay a fine of not exceeding one 
hundred dollars ($100), and for the second or any sub­
sequent offense, committed within one year after con­
viction for the first offense, be sentenced to pay a fine of 
not exceeding two hundred dollars ($200) or undergo 
imprisonment not exceeding thirty days • in default 
thereof. 

Information charging violations of this section may 
be brought within seventy-two (72) hours after the com­
mission of the alleged offense and not thereafter. 

Section 2. This act shall take effect July 1, 1957.

AN ACT 

To further amend section six of the act, approved the third day 
of June, one thousand eight hundred ~ighty-fi.ve (P. L. 62), 
entitled "An act to provide for the establishment and main­
tenance of a home for disabled and indigent soldiers and sailors 
of Pennsylvania," by extending its provisions to veterans of 
armed conflicts. 

The General Assembly o:f the Commonwealth o:f Penn­
sylvania hereby enacts as :follows·: 

Section 1. Section six of the act, approved the third 
day o:f June, one thousand eight hundred eighty-five 
(P. L. 62), entitled "An act to provide :for the estab­
lishment and maintenance o:f a home :for disabled and 
indigent soldiers and sailors o:f Pennsylvania,'' as last 
amended by the act, approved the first day o:f April, 
one thousand nine hundred thirty-one (P. L. 14), is 
hereby :further amended to read : 

,Section 6. That the soldiers, sailors, marines or mem­
bers of the United States coast guard, who shall be en­
titled to admission in this home, shall be those honorably
