accompanying deposits made in a Christmas Club, Vaca­
tion Club and similar club accounts, shall not be deemed 
*deposit slips or tickets, but each such coupon shall be 
retained in its original form for a period of two years 
from the date such club account is closed. This act shall 
be construed to permit the preservation of photographic 
film reproductions or photographic or photostatic copies 
of ledger or other records of final entry of depositors' 
accounts and of deposit slips or tickets in lieu of the 
[original of such ledger records] originals thereof. All 
other records of original and final entry, including [de­
posit or] withdrawal slips or tickets, shall be preserved 
in original form for a period of two years from the date 
of making the last entry thereon and, thereafter, they 
shall be preserved for a further period of five years 
either in original form or in the form of photographic 
film reproductions or photographic or photostatic copies. 
Any photographic film reprodl:lction or photographic or 
photostatic copy of such ledger or other record of a de­
positor's account or of such deposit slips or tickets shall 
be admissible in evidence in any proceeding equally and 
with the same force and effect as the original [record] 
thereof, and all other photographic film reproductions 
or photographic or photostatic copies of records of orig­
inal and final entry, including [deposit or] withdrawal 
slips or tickets, shall be admissible in evidence equally 
and with the same force and effect as the original rec­
ords in any proceeding which occurs after the expira­
tion of the two-year period prescribed for the retention 
of records of original and final entry. 

Section 2. This act shall take effect immediately.

AN ACT 
Amending the act of April 9, 1929 (P. L. 177), entitled "An act 

providing for and reorganizing the conduct of the executive and 
administrative work of the Commonwealth by the Executive 
Department thereof and the administrative departments, boards, 
commissions, and officers thereof, including the boards of trustees 
of State Normal Schools, or Teachers Colleges; abolishing, 
creating, reorganizing or authorizing the reorganization of cer­
tain administrative departments, boards, and commissions; 
defining the powers and duties of the Governor and other 
executive and administrative officers, and of the several admin­
istrative departments, boards, commissions, and officers; fixing 
the salaries of the Governor, Lieutenant Governor, and certain 
other executive and administrative officers; providing for the 
appointment of certain administrative officers, and of all

deputies and other assistants and employee in certain depart­
ments, boards, and commissions; and prescribing the manner in 
which the number and compensation of the deputies and all 
other assistants and employes of certain departments, boards 
and commissions shall be determined," authorizing the leasing 
of State property by the Department of Welfare. 

'l'he General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn­
sylvania hereby enacts as follows: 

Section 1. The act of April 9, 1929 (P. L. 177), 
known as "The Administrative Code of 1929," is 
amended by adding, after section 2315.2, a new section 
to read: 

Section 2315.3. Powers; Harrisburg State Hospital 
Leases.-The Department of Welfare shall have the 
power to lease, for a period not to exceed ten years, 
with the right to renewal for one further term not to 
exceed ten years, on such terms as may be considered 
reasonable by the Secretary of Welfare, a portion of 
the lands of the Commonwealth at the Harrisburg State 
Hospital, to any municipality or municipalities adjacent 
thereto for the use by the municipality or municipali­
ties in common with the Harrisburg State Hospital, for 
disposal of garbage, refuse and ashes by depositing 
them in compact layers of controlled depth and width 
in trenches or depressions and covering each layer 
promptly on all sides with a compact layer of clean 
earth or other inorganic material of sufficient thickness 
to exclude rodents and to prevent the escape of odors or 
outbreak of fires, such method of disposal being com­
monly known as sanitary land fill. 

Seetion 2. This act shall take effect immediately.

AN ACT 

Authorizing the Department of Property and Supplies, with 
the approval of the Governor, to sell and convey 1.687 acres 
of land situate in Arnot Village, Tioga County. 

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn­
sylvania hereby enacts as follows: 

Section 1. The Department of Property and Sup­
plies, with the approval of the Governor, is hereby au­
thorized on behalf of the Commonwealth of Pennsyl­
vania to sell and convey to the Swedish Cemetery 
Association, for a consideration of one dollar ($1), the 
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
