regulations in their enlirety, the county commissioners
may publish the title or a summary thereof and the
place where such **ordinances, *** resolutions, rules
or regulations, together with such maps, plans or draw-
ings which may be part thereof, are on file and may be
examined.

[(e)] (d) Any person wviolating any of the ord:i-
nances, resolutions, rules and regulations, formulated
and adopted by the board of county commissioners pur-
suant to this section, shall, upon conviction thereof at
a summary proceeding, be sentenced to pay such fine as
may be prescribed in such ordinances, resolutions, rules
and regulations by the county commissioners but mot in
excess of one hundred dollars ($100), to be paid to the
use of the county, with costs of prosecution, or to be
tmprisoned in the county jail for not more than thirty
(30) days, or both.

The board of county commissioners may also preseribe
fines and penalties, not exceeding five hundred dollars
($500), for the violation of county ordinances, which
fines and penalties may be collected by suit brought in
the name of the county in like manner as debts of like
amount may be sued for.

Section 2. This act shall take effect immediately.

Section 1. The title and section 1, act of January 7,
1952 (P. L. 1844), entitled ‘“ An act fixing the fees and
mileage of the coroner in counties of the fourth class,”’
are amended to read:

An Act

Fixing the fees and mileage of the coroner in counties
of the fourth [class] and fifth classes.

Section 1. The fees to be received by the coroner of
each county of the fourth [class] and fifth classes shall
be as follows: For viewing a dead body, eleven dollars;
summoning and qualifying inquest, drawing and return-
ing inquisition, seven dollars fifty cents; summoning and
qualifying each witness, one dollar; to be paid out of the
goods, chattels, lands or tenements of the slayer (in cases
of murder or manslaughter), if any he hath, if other-
wise, by the county, with mileage at the rate of ten cents
for each mile circular traveled from the court house to
the place of viewing the body; executing any process or
writs of any kind, the same fees as are allowed to the
sheriff and the same mileage.

Section 2. Seetion XIX,, act of March 28, 1814 (P.
L. 352), entitled ‘““An act establishing a fee bill,”’ as
amended April 7, 1927 (P. L. 168), is repealed as to
counties of the fifth class.
