Be it enacted,&c., That from and after
the passageof this act any municipality or townshipof
this Commonwealthshall havethe right to imposea pen-
alty, not exceedingfive per centum, for failure to pay
any municipal assessmentwhich remains unpaid for
ninety days after the assessmentshall have, beenlevied.
Such penalty shall be addedto the assessmentandin-
cluded in the amount for which the municipal lien is
filed for such unpaidassessment.

from such meetingand shall be paid by the respective
county associations.
