LAWS OF PENNSYLVANIA,

No. 10

AN ACT

Amending the act of December 5, 1936 (1937 P. L. 2897), entitled
“An act establishing a system of unemployment compensation
to be administered by the Department of Labor and Industry
and its existing and newly created agencies with personnel (with
certain exceptions) selected on a civil service basis; requiring
employers to keep records and make reports, and certain em-
ployers to pay contributions based on payrolls to provide
moneys for the payment of compensation to certain unem-
ployed persons; providing procedure and administrative de-
tails for the determinatibn, payment and collection of such
contributions and the payment of such compensation; provid-
ing for cooperation with the Federal Government and its agen-
cies; creating certain special funds in the custody of the State
Treasurer; and prescribing penalties,” authorizing the obtain-
ing of advances under Title XII of the Social Security Act and
the disbursement of the same.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. Section 607, act of December 5, 1936
(1937 P. L. 2897), known as the ‘‘Unemployment Com-
pensation Law,”’ added May 29, 1945 (P. L. 1145), is
amended to read:

Section 607. Moneys Advanced Under Title XII of
the Social Security Act.—The secretary is authorized
and directed to apply for an advance of moneys not in
excess of one hundred twelve million dollars ($112,-
000,000.00) [and to accept the responsibility for the
repayment of such advance] in accordance with the con-
ditions specified in Title XII of the Social Security Act,
as amended, in order to secure to this Commonwealth
the advantages available under the provisions of such
title. Notwithstanding the provisions of section six hun-
dred and two point two, all moneys received under Title
XII of the Social Security Act, as amended, shall be
credited to the account of the Commonwealth in the Un-
employment Trust Fund [and shall be mingled and
undivided with other moneys in such fund]. Such
moneys thus advanced and placed to the credit of the
Commonwealth in the Unemployment Trust Fund shall
be subject to requisition for the payment of compensa-
tion as provided in section six hundred and one with
respect to all other moneys to the credit of the Com-
monwealth in such fund.

Section 2. This act shall take éffect immediately.
