Disqualifi~ations.—Noteacher’s cer-
tificate shall be granted to any person who has not
submittedupon a blankfurnishedby the Superintendent
of Public Instruction, a certificate from a physician
legally qualified to practice medicine in this Common-
wealthor in any other stateor theDist’rict of Columbia,
settingforth that said applicantis neithermentally nor
physically disqualified,by reasonof tuberculosisor any
other chronic or acutedefect, from successfulperform-
anceof the dutiesof a teacher;nor to any personwho
has not a good moral character,or who is in the habit
of using opium or other narcotic drugs in any form,
or any intoxicating drink asa beverage.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania hereby enactsas follows:

Section 1. Section1303,act of March 10, 1949 (P. L. S;e~on~~3~3

30), known as the “Public School Code of 1949,” is 1949, P. L.

Section 1303. Vaccination Required; Penalty.—(a)
It shall be the duty of all schooldirectors, superintend-
ents,principals,or otherpersonsin chargeof anypublic,
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private, parochial, or other school, including kinder-
garten, to refuse the admissionof any child to any of
said schools under their charge or supervision,except
upon a certificate signed by a physician,setting forth
that such child has beenvaccinated and that a subse-
quent examinationreveals a resulting cicatrix indicat-
ing successfulvaccination,or that vaccinationhas been
performedaccordingto the rulesandregulationspromul-
gatedby the Secretaryof Health,with the sanctionand
advice of the Advisory Health Board, or that the child
haspreviouslyhad smallpox. All certificatesof vaccina-
tion shall be issued in accordancewith the rules and
regulations promulgatedby the Secretaryof Health
with the sanction and advice of the Advisory Health
Board.

(b) Any personwho shall fail, neglect, or refuse to
comply with, or who shall violate, any of the provisions
or requirementsof this section, shall, for every such
offense,upon summary conviction thereof,be sentenced
to pay a fine of not less than five dollars ($5) nor more
thanone hundreddollars ($100),and in default thereof,
to undergoan imprisonment in the jail of the proper
county for a periodnot exceedingsixty (60) days. All
such fines shall be paid into the treasuryof the school
district.
