If a majority of the electors of each school district
voting therein shall be in favor of merger, as shown
by thereturnsof the election,acertificateof the returns
shall be filed with the Superintendentof Public Instruc-
tion, the prothonotary of the court of common pleas,
the county boardof school directors,and the board of
school directorsof each of said school districts. The
merger shall become effective on the first Monday in
July next succeedingthe election. The merger shall
be effectiveas to only those districts in. which amajority
of the electorsvoting on the questionshall haveassented
to the merger. If theelectorsdo notassentto the merger,
revised plans shall be submitted within five years in
accordancewith the foregoing procedure.

Amendingtheactof May 28, 1915 (P. L. 596),entitled“An actre-
quiring cities of the secondclass to establish a pensionfund
for employesof said cities, and regulating the administration
and the payment of such pensions,” extending the time for
authority employesto join or refuseto join thepensionfund.

Cities of the The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Penn-
second class. sylvania hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. Section 15, act of May 28, 1915 (P. L.
596), entitled ‘‘An act requiring cities of the second
classto establish a pension fund for employesof said
cities, and regulatingthe administrationand the pay-
ment of such pensions,” amended February 1, 1956
(P. L. 990), is amendedto read:

Section 15. Every authority, the employesof which
are membersof the fund as hereinaboveprovided for,
shall pay to the boardof pensionsan amount sufficient
to reimbursethe board of pensionsfor the amount of
benefitspaid employesof suchauthority, asprovidedfor
by the act of which this amendmentis a part, after
receiving credit for all contributionsmade to the pen-
sion fund by employes of such authority: Provided,
however, That where an employe of any authority
formerly worked for the city creating the authority,
or for the city joining in the creationof the authority,
or for the city joining an authority already created,
the annual pensionrequirement or other benefits shall
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be proratedon the basis that the numberof yearssuch
employeworked for the authority bearsto total yearsof
service in city and authority employment, and the
authority shall reimbursethe boardof pensionsfor that
proportionatepart of the pensionor otherbenefits paid
which the authority service bearsto the total, and the
balanceof annualpensionrequirementsor otherbenefits
shall be paid by such cities.

Every authority employe shall have the option of
joining or refusing to join the pension fund [within
twelve months of the effective date of this act] on or
before March 1, 1960, or within twelve months of the
datewhen the privilege of joining occurs,whichever is
later. Any authority employe shall receive full credit
toward his pension under the act for each year of
serviceas the employe of the authority, upon his pro-
ducing proof satisfactory to the pension board of the
number of years of his service as an employe of the
authority, and upon his making back paymentsat the
same rate as if he had beena city employe, in a lump
sum or by installments, as may be determinedby the
board. If the employe is retired under this act before
the back payments have been completed, the annuity
shall be reducedby an amount equivalentto the unpaid
back paymentsor deduction increasesnot anticipated.

Section 2. This act shall take effect immediately.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvaniaherebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. Subsection (a) of section 443, act of
August 9, 1955 (P. L. 323), known as “The County
Code,” is amendedto read:

Section 443. Expensesof Attending Membersto be
Paid by County; Time Limit on Meetings.—(a)The ex-
pensesof all authorizedcounty officers attending the
annualmeetingsof their associationsshall be paid by the
severalcountiesout of general county funds. Eachof
