Amending the act of May 29, 1931 (P. L. 280), entitled “An act
relating to delinquenttaxes on seatedlands, and prescribing
interestchargeson nonpaymentthereof;requiringthe receivers
and collectorsof county, city, borough,town, township, school
district andpoor district taxesto makea return to the county
commissionersof suchunpaid taxes,and providing for the lien
thereof; authorizingthe county treasurersto collect such taxes,
and to sell seatedlands at public sale for taxes heretoforeor
herQafter returnedas unpaid; andauthorizingthe county com-
missionersto purchasesuchlandsandresell the sameundercer-
tain circumstances,”providing thatnoticeto the owner or terre
tenantof lands to be sold for taxes be servedby registeredor
certified mail.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Penn. Delinquent taxes
sylvaniaherebyenactsas follows: on seated lands.

Section 1. Section7 of theact of May 29,1931 (P. L.
280), entitled “An act relating to delinquenttaxeson
seatedlands, and prescribing interest chargeson non.
paymentthereof; requiring the receiversandcollectors
of county, city, borough,town, township, school district
and poor district taxesto makea retnr~ito the county
commissionersof such unpaid taxes,and providing for
the lien thereof; authorizing the county treasurersto
collect suchtaxes,and to sell seated~landsat public sale
for taxes heretofore or hereafterreturned as unpaid;
and authorizingthe county commissionersto purchase
such lands and resell the sameunder certain circum-
stances,”amendedJune28~1957 (P. L. 407), is amended
to read:

Section 7. The c~untytreasurershall advertisethe Advertisement
fact of holdingsuchsale,onceaweekfor threesuccessiveof sale.
weeksprior to the holding of such sale, in at least two
newspapersof generalcirculationin the countyin which
such seatedland is located,if therebe two newspapers
sopublished;if therebeonly one,thenin suchnewspaper
so publishedin the county.

Such advertisementshall set forth:
(a) The purposeof such sale.
(b) The time of suchsale.
(c) The placeof suchsale.
(d) The terms of such sale.
(e) A list of the seatedlandsaffectedandtheir loca-

tio~i,andthe owneror reputedownerof each.
(f) Amountof taxesandinterest.

In addition to such advertisement,at least ten days Notice.
beforeanysuchsale,written noticethereofshallbe served 5ervice.

by the county treasurer~byregisteredmail or certified

mail, upontheownerof suchland,andif thewhereabouts
of the owneris unknown,such notice shall be servedby
registeredmail or certified mail upon the terre tenant,
if any. If suchnotice cannotbe servedin said manner
on the owneror terre tenant, then such noticeshall be
servedby the county treasurerby posting the same in

Posting. the courthouseandat a conspicuousplace on the prem.
ises. If notice was mailed as herein required,no such
saleshallbe prejudicedor defeatedandno title to prop-
erty sold at suchsaleshall be invalidatedby proof that
such written notice was not receivedby the owner or
terre tenantas hereinprovided.

Thecost of suchadvertisements,noticesandthe service
Costa. thereofshall betaxedaspartof the cost of suchproceed-

ings and shall be paid the sameas the other costs.
