~ ~b~d CIaSR The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania herebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. Clause34 qf section2403, act of June23,
1931 (P. L. 932), known as,~“The Third Class City
Code,” reenactedand amendedJune 28, 1951 (P. L.
662), is amendedto read:

Section 2043. SpecificPowers.—Inadditionto other
powersgrantedby this act, the council of eachcity shall
havepower, by ordinance:

* * * a *

34. Appropriationsto Postsof Veterans.—Toappro-
priate annuallyto eachcampof the United StatesWar
Veteransin the city, andto each post of the American
Legion, and to each post of the Veteransof Foreign
Wars, and to. each post of the American Veterans of
World War II (AMVETS), to eachpostof the Catholic
War Veterans, Inc., and to each detachmentof the
*Marine CorpsLeague,and to eachNaval Association,
and to eachpost of the Grand Army of the Republic,
and to eachpost of the DisabledAmerican Veteransof
the World War, and to each chapter of the Military
Orderof thePurpleHeart,andto eachpostof theJewish
War Veterans,and to each organization of American
Gold Star Mothers,and to any other such organization
of ex-service men in the city, incorporatedunder the
laws of the Commonwealth,a sum not to exceedthree
hundred dollars, to aid in defraying the expensesof
Memorial Day and Armistice Day. Where the Grand
Army of the Republichasceasedto existor to function,
such appropriationmay be madeto the Sonsof Union
Veteransof the Civil War, or, in the absenceof such
order, to a duly constitutedorganizationwhich conducts
the decoratingof the gravesof Union veteransof the
Civil War. Suchpaymentsshallbe madeto defrayactual
expensesonly. Beforeany paymentis made,the organi-
zation receivingthe sameshall submit verified accounts
of their expenditures.
