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performing the dutiesof his or her position or office.
Once a year, the board of pensionsmay require a dis-
ability pensionerto undergoa medical examinationby
three physicians appointed by the board and should
suCh physicians thereupon report and certify to the
board that such beneficiaryis no longer incapacitated,
and should the pension board concur in such report,
the pension payments to such beneficiary shall be
discontinued.

AN ACT

Amending the act of May 1, 1933 (P. L.. 216), entitled “An act
relating to dentistry; defining and providing for the licensing
and registration of dentists and dental hygienists, and for the
revocation and suspensionof such licenses and registrations,
subject to appeal, and for their reinstatement;defining the
powersand dutiesof the State Dental Council and Examining
Board and the Departmentof Public Instruction; providing
penalties; and repealing existing laws,” changing the definition
of the “practice- of dentistry,” authorizing application of certam
medicamentsby dentalhygienists,and changing penalties re-
lating to dental technicians.

The Dental Law The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania hereby enactsas follows:

SectIon 2, act of Section1. Section2, act of May 1, 1933 (P. L. 216),
May 1, 1988. known as “The Dental Law,” -amended’July 6, 1951

SectiOn 2. Definitions.—A person engages in the
“Practiceof Dentistry,” within the meaningof this act,
who diagnoses,treats,operateson, or prescribesfor any
disease,pain or injury, or regulatesany deformity or
physical condition, of the human teeth,jaws, or [over-
laying tissues] associatedstructures,or conductsa physi-
cal evaluation,or administersanestheticagents,or who
fits, constructs,andinsertsanyartificial appliance,plate,
or denturefor the human teethor jaws, or who holds
himself or herselfout as being ableor legally authorized
to do so. The term “Practice of Dentistry” does not
include:

(a) The practiceof any of the healingarts by -duly
licensed-practitioners.

(b) The extracting of teeth or relieving pain by a
licensedphysicianor surgeonin emergencies,or the mak-
ing of applicationsfor suchpurposes.
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(e) The taking of X-ray picturesof the human teeth,
jaws or adjacentstructures.

(d) The calling into this Commonwealth [, for con-
sultation,] of a duly licensedpractitioner of dentistry
of any otherstate or country, for consultationwith re-
spectto any caseunder treatment,or for demonstrating
before any duly authorizeddentalsociety, in this Com-
monwealth,or for the purposeof teachingin any dental
schoolapprovedby the board in the Commonwealth.

(e) The practiceof dentistryby bonafide studentsof
dentistry in clinical departmentsand laboratoriesof ap-
proveddental colleges.

(f) The practice of dentistry in a dental clinic oper-
atednot for profit and under the direct supervisionof
a licensed and registered dentist during a period of
internship,not to exceedtwo (2) years,by personshav-
ing acquiredthe preliminary andprofessionaleducation
required for licensureto practicedentistry in this Com-
monwealth,after notification to the board.

A “Dental Hygienist” is one who is legally licensed
as suchby the said dentalcouncil and examiningboard
to removetartar deposits,accretions,andstainsfrom the
exposedsurfacesof the teeth and directly beneaththe
free margin of the gums, and to makeapplication of
[sodium fluoride as defined] medicaments,as -defined
and approvedby the board, to the exposedsurfacesof
the teethfor the preventionof dentalcaries,in the office
of a dentistor any public or privateinstitutionssuch as
schools, hospitals,orphanasylums, and *sanatoriumsor
State health cars, under the general supervisionof a
licensedand registereddentist, and not otherwise,and
who doesnotperformanyotheroperationor work on the
teeth,jaws, gumsor mouthwhatever.

The word “board,” as used in this act, meansthe
State Dental Council and Examining Board.

Section 11.1. Dental Technicians; Prescription.—

(a) As used in this section, “dental technician” means
any person not licensed to practice dentistry in this
State engaged-in the businessof constructing,altering.
repairingor duplicatingdentures,plates,partial plates,
bridges,splints andorthodonticor prostheticappliances.

(b) Any dentistwho usesthe servicesof a dentaltech-
nician in this Stateshallfurnish him with a written pre-
scription on forms prescribedby the board, which shall

“sanitorinnis” in original.
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contain: (1) the name andaddressof the dental tech-
nician; (2) The patient’snameor identification number.
If a numberis usedthe patient’snameshall be written
upon the duplicatecopy of the prescriptionretainedby
the dentist; (3) The date on which the *prescription
was written; (4) A prescriptionof the work to be done,
with diagramsif necessary;(5) A specification of the
type andquality of materialsto be used; (6) The signa-
tureof the dentistandhis licensenumber.

The dental technician shall retain the original pre-
scription, and the dentist shall retain a duplicatecopy
thereof for inspectionby the board or its agent for a
periodof two ~~ears.

(c) It shall be unlawful for any dentistto —(1) Use
the servicesof a dentaltechnicianwithout first furnish-
ing him with a prescription; (2) Fail to retain a dupli-
cate copy of the prescriptionfor two years; (3) Refuse
to allow the board or its agent to inspecthis files of
prescriptions.

(d) It shall be unlawful for any dental technicianto
furnish servicesto any dentist without first obtaining
a prescriptiontherefor from him, or to fail to retain the
original prescriptionfor two years,or to refuseto allow
the boardor its agentto inspecthis files.

(e) Any person violating any of the provisions of
this sectionshall- [upon summaryconviction thereof be
sentencedto pay a fine not exceedingfifty dollars ($50)
and cost of prosecutionand in default of the payment
thereof shall undergo imprisonmentfor not more than
thirty days] be guilty of a misdemeanor,and upon con-
viction thereof,shall be sentencedto pay a fine not ex-
ceedingfive hundreddollars ($500) or to sufferimpris-
onmentnot exceedingsix months,or both.
