courts of common pleas of the particularcounty, to re-
port the proceedingsof the said court, whenever re-
questedso to do by any defendantor defendants,or
his, her or their counsel, before or during the trial of
any casein any of said courts: Provided,further, That Proviso.
in all casestried in the several courts of oyer and ter-
miner and general jail delivery, the defendantor de-
fendantsshall be furnishedwith a copy of the notesof
testimonytakenat his, her or their request,which said
notesshall be paid for by the county in which said case
is tried, except,however,that wherethe court finds that
the defendantor defendantsmaking the requestare able
to pay for the copies,~thecoststhereof shall be paid by
such defendantor defendantsand shall be taxedas costs
and paid to the county.

Section 2. The act is amendedby adding, after sec-
tion 2, a new section to read:

Section 2.1. In the event that such defendantor de-
fendantsare eventuallyfound to be not guilty and the
defendantor defendantsshall havepaid the cost of fur-
nishing the copiesof notesof testimony,then,suchpay-
ment shall be refunded to him, her or them by the
county.
