Appropriationsto Veterans’Organiza-
tions for Expensesof Memorial Day.—(a) Theboardof
commissionersmay appropriate,annually,to eachcamp
of the UnitedSpanishWar Veterans,andto eachpost of
the American Legion, and to eachpost of the Veterans
of ForeignWars, an.dto eachpostof the AmericanWar
Veteransof World War II (AMVETS), andto eachde-
tachmentof the Marine CorpsLeague,andto eachNaval
Association,and to eachpostof the Grand Army of the
Republic, and to each post of the Disabled .American
Veteransof the World War, and to eachorganizationof
American Gold Star Mothers, andto each organization
of exservicemen incorporatedunder the act of April
t~veiiIy-n joe, one thousand eight hundred seventy-four
(PamphletLaws 73), and the supplementsthereto, in
the county, a sum not to exceedthreehundreddollars
($300), to aid in defraying the expensesof Memorial
Day and Armistice Day.

(b) Where the Grand Army of the Republic has
ceasedto exist or to function, such appropriationmay
be madeto the Sonsof Union Veteransof the Civil War
or, in the absenceof such order, to a duly constituted
organizationwhich conductstj~edecoratingof gravesof
Union Veteransof the Civil War.

(c) Such paymentsshall be madeto defrayactualex-
pensesonly. Before any paymentis made,the organiza-
tion receiving the sameshall submit verified accountsof
their expenditures.
