**62. Appropriations for Handling, Storage and Dis-
tribution of Surplus Foods.—The council of any city to
which this act applies may appropriate from city funds
moneys for the handling, storage and distribution of
surplus foods obtained either through a local, State or
Federal agency.

Amending the act of May 28, 1937 (P. L. 955), entitled, as
amended, “An act to promote public health, safety, morals, and
welfare by declaring the necessity of creating public bodies,
