—A licenseissued under this article authorizesthe li-
censeeor his agent to kill, after five days’ notice to
their owner, if known, any domesticbird or fowl tres-
passing on the waters or lands controlled, used,or oc-
cupied entirely for the artificial propagationof fish.
Such license also authorizesthe licenseeor his agentto
kill any wild birds or wild animalsdestructive to fish
life whellever found on such watersor lands.

Suchlicensealso authorizesthe licenseeor his regular
employe to kill and dispose of any frogs or tadpoles
found on such waters or lands whenevernecessaryto
protect f/I.e propagation plant against depredation by
the frogs or tadpoles. The right to disposeof frogs and
tadpolesdoesnot include the right to sell or to retain
for food. The killing and disposal of such frogs or
tadpolesshall be reportedwithin five days to the nearest
fl..th warden.
