Amending the act of June 23, 1931 (P. L. 932), entitled “An act
relating to cities of the third class; and amending,revising,
and consolidatingthe law relating thereto,” limiting the provi-
sions relating to the annexationof boroughs by petition to
thosehaving a populationof less than ten thousandinhabi-
tants, and establishinga procedure for the annexation of
boroughshaving a populationof ten thousandor more.

The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania herebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. Section 501, act of June23, 1931 (P. L.
932), known as “The Third ClassCity Code,” reenacted
and amendedJune28, 1951 (P. L. 662) and amended
April 1, 1959 (Act No. 12), is amendedto read:

Section 501. Petition for Annexationof Boroughsor
TownshipsandParts of Townships.—Anyboroughhav-
ing a population of less than ten thousandinhabitants,
or anytownshipor part of a township,contiguousto any
city, whether wholly or partially within the sameor
different counties,may becomeannexedto any suchcity
in the following manner:

(a) In the caseof a borough,the boroughcouncil may
passan ordinancefor such annexation,wheneverthree-
fifths of the taxable inhabitantsof such borough shall
presenta petition, accompaniedwith thewritten consent
of a majority in numberand interestof propertyown-
ers of the borough, asking for such annexation.

(b) In the caseof a township, or part thereof,when-
ever three-fifthsof the taxableinhabitantsof suchtown-
ship or part thereofshallpresentapetition to the council
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of said city, accompaniedwith the written consentof
a majority in numberand interest of property owners
of such townshipor part of a township, askingfor such
annexation.

(c) In caseof part of a township, whenthereare no
taxable inhabitants residing therein, then whenever
three-fifths of the property owners in number and in-
terestof property situated thereinshall presenta peti-
tion to the council of said city asking for such
annexation.

In construing this section,a majority in interest of
ownersof undivided interestsin any piece of property
shall be deemedand treatedas one personfor the pur-
pose of ascertainingthe numberof petitioners.

Section 2. The act is amended by adding, after
section505, a new section to read:

Section 506. Petition for Annexation of Boroughs
Having Ten Thousandor More Inhabitants.—Whenever
electors,equal to at least ten per centumof the highest
vote cast for any office in any boroughhaving a popu-
lation of ten thousandor more inhabitants contiguous
to a city at the last precedinggeneralelection, or when-
ever ten per centumof the qualified electors, residing
within any part of a borough having a population of
ten thousandor more inhabitants contiguousto a city,
shall petition the council of such city for the annexation
of the borough,or part thereof, to the contiguouscity,
and for a referendumon the questionof such annexa-
tion, the council shall causea questionto be submitted.
at the primary or general electioii occurring at least
sixty days thereafter,by certifying a resolution, duly
adopted,to the county board of electionsof the county
or countiesin which any part of the city or boroughis
located, for submissionof such questionon the ballot
or on voting machinesat such election, both in such
boroughand in the city to which annexationis desired,
in the manner provided by the election laws of this
Commonwealth.

Suchquestionshall be ‘in the following form:

Do you favor the annexationof the Yes

(or the part of the borough briefly No
described)to the city of

If a majority of the personsvoting on such question
in the entire boroughshall vote “yes,” and a majority
of the personsvoting on such questionin the city shall
vote “yes,” then the borough or part thereof, as the
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casemay be, shall on the first Mondayof Januarynext
following, be and becomea part of the city.

If a majority of the personsvoting on the question
in the boroughor in thecity shall vote“no,” no further
proceedingshall be had, and it shall not be lawful to
hold anotherelection upon the questionuntil the second
general or municipal election thereafter occurring.

All petitions shall be accompaniedby a plot or plots
of the territory to be annexed,showingall streets and
highways, municipal improvementsand public build-
ings, and all petitions for the annexationof a part of
a boroughshall include a descriptionof the part of the
boroughsoughtto be annexed.
