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shall be prima facie evidencethat they werethrown, or
permitted to be thrown, from the [motor1 vehicle or
tractor by the operatoror custodian.

If at any hearing or proceedingthe operatoror custo-
dian shall testify under oath or affirmation, that he did
not throw garbage,bottles, rubbish,wire, glass or card-
boardor wood cartonsor boxesfrom the [motor] vehicle
or tractor, and shall submit himself to an examination
as to who did the throwing and reveal the nameof such
person,if known to him, or, if the information is made
in a court other than that of his own residence,shall
forward to the magistratean affidavit setting forth
these facts, then the prima facie evidence arising as
aboveset forth shall be overcomeandremovedand the
burdenof proof shifted.

Penalty.—Anypersonviolating any of the provisions
of this section,shall, upon summaryconvictionbefore a
magistrate,be sentencedto pay a fine of twenty-five
dollars ($25.00) andcostsof prosecution,and,in default
of the paymentthereof,shallundergoimprisonmentfor
not more than ten (10) days.

Limitation.—Theprovisionsof this sectionare subject
to the limitation of actionsas set forth i~~section1201
of this act.

Section 2. This act shallbecomeeffectiveJuly1, 1959. Effective date.

58) (Act No. 32), known as “The Vehicle Code,” is 1959, P. L. 58.

Section 1021. Parking Prohibited in Specified
Places.—Noperson shall park a vehicle or tractor, or
permit it to stand, whether attendedor unattended,
upon a highwayor in anyof the following places:
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(1) Within an intersection.

(2) On a crosswalk.

(3) Betweena safetyzoneand the adjacentcurb, or
within thirty (30) feet of points on the curb immedi-
ately opposite th’e ends of a safety zone, unless local
officials shall indicate a different length by signs or
markings.

(4) Within twenty-five (25) feet from the intersec-
tion of curb lines, or, if none, then within fifteen (15)
feetof the intersectionof propertylines at an intersec-
tion of highways.

(5) Within thirty (30) feet upon the approachto
any official flashing signal, stop sign, or traffic signal
locatedat the side of the roadway.

(6) Within fifteen (15) feetof the driveway entrance
to any fire station.

(7) Within fifteen (15) feetof a fire hydrant.
(8) On a sidewalk.
(9) In front of a private driveway, or alongsideany

street or highway excavationor obstruction,nor oppo-
site the same,unlessa clear and unobstructedwidth of
not less than twenty (20) feet upon the main traveled
portion of the said streetor highway shall be left free
for passageof othervehiclesthereon.

(10) On the roadwayside of any vehicle stoppedor
parkedat the curb or edge of the highway.

(11) At any place where official signs have been
erectedprohibiting standingand parking.

(12) Within fifty (50) feet of the nearestrail of a
steam or interurban railway crossing.

(13) Where such stopped or parked vehicle would
preventthe free movementof a streetcar.

(14) Except when necessaryin obedienceto traffic
regulations or traffic signs or signals or where angle
parking is permitted,the operatorof a vehicle shallnot
stop, stand,or park such vehicle on the highwaywithin
a businessor residencedistrict other than parallel with
the edge of the highway, headed in the direction of
traffic, and with the curb side of the vehicle within six
(6) inchesof the edgeof the highwayor,curb. Vehicles,
which becauseof type or constructioncannot load or
unload parallelto the curb, shall be exempt,while load-
ing or unloadingonly, from the requirementsof stand-
ing parallel to the curb.

Penalty.—Anypersonviolating any of the provisions
of this section,shall, upon summaryconvictionbeforea
magistrate,be sentencedto pay a fine of not less than
two dollars ($2.00) nor more than ten dollars ($10.00)
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andcosts of prosecution,and,in default of the payment
thereof, shall undergoimprisonmentfor not more than
five (5) days.

days.

Any personviolating any of the provisions of sub-
section (b) of this section,shall, upon summaryconvic-
tion before a magistrate,be sentencedto pay a fine of
five dollars ($5.00) and costs of prosecution,and, in
default of the paymentthereof,shallundergoimprison-
ment for not more than three (3) days.
