Section 1212. RegistrationNumberPrimaFacieEvi-
dence.—Inany proceedingfor a violation of the provi-
sionsof this act or anylocalordinance,ruleor regulation,
the registration plate displayed on such vehicle or
tractor shall be prima facie evidencethat the owner of
such vehicle or tractor was then operating the same. If
at any hearingor proceeding,the owner shall testify,
underoath or affirmation, that he wasnot operatingthe
said vehicle or tractor at the time of the allegedviolation
of this act or any local ordinance,rule or regulation,
and shall submit himself to an examinationas to who
at that time was operating such [motor] vehicle or
tractor, and reveal the nameof the person, if known
