The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. The act of May 17, 1921 (P. L. 682),
known as ‘‘The Insurance Company Law of 1921,”’ is
amended by adding, after the article heading of article
I11., a new section to read:

Section 300. Government Owned Companies—(a)
No domestic, foreign or alien insurance company, asso-
ciation or exchange, in which the major financial inter-
est 1s held, directly or indirectly, by another state of
the United States or by a foreign government or by
any political subdivision, instrumentality or agency of
either, shall be admitted and authorized to do business.

(b) No certificate of authority to transact any kind
of insurance business in this Commonwealth shall be
issued, renewed or continued in effect for any such in-
surance company, association or exchange.

(¢) The provisions of this section shall mot apply to
any insurance company, association or exchamge which
was so owned, controlled or constituted prior to Janu-
ary 1, 1958, and was authorized to do business in this
Commonwealth and was issued a certificate of authority
to do so prior to January 1, 1958.

AN ACT

Authorizing the Department of Property and Supplies, with the
approval of the Governor, to sell and convey 12362 acres of
land, more or less, situate in Smithfield Township, Huntingdon
County.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. The Department of Property and Sup-
plies, with the approval of the Governor, is hereby au-
thorized on behalf of the Commonwealth of Pennsyl-
vania to sell and convey at public sale the following
deseribed three tracts of land together with all improve-
ments thereon presently under the jurisdiction of the
Pennsylvania Department of Highways and situate in
Smithfield Township, Huntingdon County, Common-
wealth of Pennsylvania, said tracts being bounded and
described as follows:
