Amending theact of May 4, 1927 (P. L. 519), entitled “An act
concerningboroughs,and revising, amending,andconsolidating
the law relating to boroughs,” authorizing each civil service
commissionto designatethe time when applicantsfor positions
and promotionsin the police force and aspaid operatorsof fire
apparatusshall take physical examinations.

The Borough The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Penn-
Code. sylvania herebyenactsas follows:

GeneralProvisionsRelatingto Exam-
amen e . inations.—Thecommissionshall makerules and regula-
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tions, to be approvedas providedin section1170 hereof,
providing for the examinationof applicantsfor posi-
tions in the police force and as paid operatorsof fire
apparatusand for promotions,which rules and regula-
tions shall prescribethe minimum qualifications of all
applicantsto be examinedand the passinggrades. All
examinationsfor positionsor promotionsshall be prac-
tical in characterand shall relate to such matters and
include such inquiries as will fairly test the merit and
fitness of the personsexaminedto dischargethe duties
of the employmentsought by them. All examinations
shall be open to all applicantswho havethe minimum
qualifications required by the rules and regulations.
Each applicant [for examination] shall be subject to
the regulationsadoptedby the commission,and shall be
required to submit to a physical examination [before
being admitted to the regular examinationheld by the
commission].

Public notice of the time andplace of every examina-
tion, together with the information as to the kind of
position or place to be filled, shall be given by publica-
tion once in a newspaperof general circulation in the
borough, or in a newspapercirculating generallyin the
borough, at least two weeksprior to each examination,
and a copy of the noticc’ shall be prominentlypostedin
the office of the commissionor other public place.

The commissionshallpostin its office the eligible list,
containing the names and grades of those who have
passedthe examination. Persons,male or female, who
served in the military or naval service of the United
Statesduring any war in which the United Stateshas
been,is now, or shallhereafterbe,engagedandwho have
honorabledischargesfrom such service, who havesuc-
cessfully passedthe examination,shall be given the ad-
ditional credits and preference in appointment and
promotionprovided for by law.

Section 1183. Physical *Examinations._All appli-
cantsfor examinationshallundergoa physical examina-
tion which shall be conductedunder the supervisionof
a [doctor of medicine] physicianappointedby the com-
mission. No personshall be eligible [to takean examina-
tion] for appointmentuntil said doctorcertifies that the
applicantis free from any bodily or mental defects,de-
formity or disease that might incapacitatehim from
the dischargeof the dutiesof the position desired.
