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the load on the towed vehicleis coupleddirectly to and
is not more than five (5) feet from the towing vehicle.
Wheneverthe connectionconsistsof a chain, rope,bar or
cable, there shall be displayed,upon such connection,
a flag not less than twelve (12) inches in length and
width. Every trailer, while being drawn upon the high-
way, shall be so attached to the vehicle drawing the
same as to preventthe wheelsof such trailer from de-
flecting more than six (6) inchesfrom the path of the
drawing vehicle’s wheels.

Section 10.1. Determinationof Liability Upon Exten-
sionof Social Security.—Wherea city hasenteredinto an
agreementwith the Commonwealthto place its employes
under the FederalSocial Security Act, the board shall
appointanactuary,and may fix his compensation.The
actuaryshalldeterminethe presentvalueof theliability
on accountof pensionspayableunder the provisionsof
section four of this act to employeswho aremembersof
the systemon the effective dateof the agreement,and
shall offset the value of any assetsin the pensionfund
to determinethe unfundedliability. [The actuaryshall
further determinethe amountof suchunfundedliability
which shall be contributedby the city, each year, over
a periodnotto exceedtwenty-fiveyearsfrom the effective
date of the agreement,until the accumulatedreserve
equalsthe presentvalue of the liability] The city may
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makesuch paymentsas it desirestowards the unfunded
liability until the accumulatedreserveequalsthe present
value of the liability. The actuaryshall also determine
the amount which shall be contributed, annually, into
the fund on accountof serviceof all new and original
memberssubsequentto the dateof the agreement.

Officers andemployesshallpay to the board,monthly,
anamountequalto threeandone-halfpercentumof that
portion of monthly compensationon whichsocial security
allowances are payable and five per centum of any
monthly compensationin excessof that on which social
security allowancesare payable. The remainderof the
needed annual contribution for service subsequentto
the dateof the agreement,asdeterminedby the actuary,
shall become the obligation of athe city and shell be
paid by it to the boardby annualappropriations. The
provisions of this section shall, in all applicable cases,
supersedethe provisions relating to contributions in
section 5 and section 10 of this act.

Section 2. This act shall take effect immediately.

Determinationof Liability Upon Ex-
tension of Social Security—Wherea city has entered
into an agreementwith the Commonwealthto place its
employesunder the Federal Social Security Act, the
pension board shall appoint an actuary, and may fix
his compensation. The actuary shall determine the
presentvalue of the liability on account of pensions
payableunder the provisionsof section4343 of this act
to employes who are membersof the system on the
