Amending the act of May 28, 1937 (P. L. 955), entitled, as
amended,“An act to promote public health, safety, morals.
and welfareby declaringthe necessityof creatingpublic bodies.
corporate and politic, to be known as housing authorities to
engagein slum clearance,and to undertakeprojects,to provide
dwelling accommodationsfor personsof low income; providing
for the organizationof suchhousingauthorities; defining their
powers and duties; providing for the exercise of such powers,
including the acouisition of property by purchase, gift or
eminentdomain, therenting and selling of property,and includ-
ing borrowing money, issuing bondsand other obligations,and
giving security therefor; prescribing the remediesof obligees
of housingauthorities: authorizinghousingauthoritiesto enter
into agreements,including agreementswith the United States,
the Commonwealth.and political subdivisionsandmunicipalities
thereof; definingtheapplicationof zoning,sanitary,andbuild-
ing laws and regulations to projects built or maintainedby
suchhousingauthorities;exemptingthe property andsecurities
of such housingauthorities from taxation: and imposingduties
and conferring powers upon the State Planning Board, and
certain other State officers and departments,”removingcertain
filing and certification requirementsbeforebondsaresold.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Penn- ~usi~g Author-

sylvania herebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. Section 18, act of May 28, 1937 (P. L.
955), known as the “Housing Authorities Law,” is
amendedto read:

Section 18. Form and Sale~f Bonds—Thebondsof Bonds.
an Authority shall be authorizedby its resolution,shall
be issuedin one or moreseries,and shallbearsuch date
or dates,matureat suchtime or times, andbearinterest
at suchrateor rates,not exceedingsix percentum (6%)
perannum,payablesemiannually,be in such denomina-
tions, be in such form, either couponor registered,be Form.
executedin such manner,be payable in such medium
of payment,at such place or places,and be subject to
such terms of redemption,and carry such registration
privileges as may be provided in such resolution or in
any trust indenture or mortgage properly made in
pursuancethereof.

Before any bondsmay be sold in pursuanceof any
resolution of any Authority, the chairman or secretary
of such Authority shall [certify to] file a notice, with
the Department of Internal Affairs, [a completeand
accuratecopy of the proceedingshadfor] of the issuance
of the bondswhich are to be sold [in the mannernow
or hereafterprovidedfor thecertification to said depart-
ment of the proceedingsrelating to the issuanceof bonds
of the municipalities of this Commonwealth. Upon re-
ceiving a certificateof approvalof the proceedingsfrom
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the Departmentof Internal Affairs, the Authority may
proceedwith the sale of the bonds], together with any
other information the departmentmay require.

The bonds of an Authority may be sold at not less
thanpar andaccruedinterest. In caseanyof the officers
of an Authority, whosesignaturesappearon any bonds
or coupons,shall ceaseto be officers before the delivery
of suchbonds,their signaturesshallneverthelessbe valid
andsufficientfor all purposesthe sameas if suchofficers
had remainedin office until such delivery.

The Authority shallhavethe power, out of any funds
available therefor, to purchaseany bonds issued by it
at a price not more than the par value thereof, plus
accruedinterest:Provided,however,That bondspayable
exclusively from the revenuesof a designatedproject
or projects shall be purchasedonly out of any such
revenuesavailable therefrom. All bonds so purchased
shall be cancelled. This paragraphshall not apply to
the redemptionof bonds.

Any bond reciting in substancethat it hasbeenissued
by an Authority to aid in financing a housing project
to accomplishthe public purposesof this act, shall be
conclusively deemedin any suit, action or proceeding,
involving the validity or enforceabilityof suchbond or
security theref.or,to have beenissuedfor such purpose.
