In caseanyof the officers
of an Authority, whosesignaturesappearon any bonds
or coupons,shall ceaseto be officers before the delivery
of suchbonds,their signaturesshallneverthelessbe valid
andsufficientfor all purposesthe sameas if suchofficers
had remainedin office until such delivery.

The Authority shallhavethe power, out of any funds
available therefor, to purchaseany bonds issued by it
at a price not more than the par value thereof, plus
accruedinterest:Provided,however,That bondspayable
exclusively from the revenuesof a designatedproject
or projects shall be purchasedonly out of any such
revenuesavailable therefrom. All bonds so purchased
shall be cancelled. This paragraphshall not apply to
the redemptionof bonds.

Any bond reciting in substancethat it hasbeenissued
by an Authority to aid in financing a housing project
to accomplishthe public purposesof this act, shall be
conclusively deemedin any suit, action or proceeding,
involving the validity or enforceabilityof suchbond or
security theref.or,to have beenissuedfor such purpose.

Amending the act of May 23, 1945 (P. L. 903), entitled “An act
authorizing cities of the third class to establish an optional
retirementsystem for officers and employes independentlyof
any pensionsystem or systemsexistingin suchcities,” authoriz-
ing apensionto widows of employesretired on pensionor killed
in the service,and providing for an increasein contributions
into the retirementfund if council elects to pay sucha pension.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania hereby enactsas follows:

of Section 1. Section4, act of May 23, 1945 (P. L. 903),
entitled ‘‘An act authorizingcities of the third class to
establishan optional retirementsystemfor officers and
employesindependentlyof any pensionsystemor sys-
tems existing in such cities,” is amendedby adding,
at the endthereof,a new subsectionto read:

Section 4. * * *

(d) If council electsby ordinanceto makesuchpay-
ments,the widow of an employewho retires on pension
or is killed in the serviceon or after January1, 1960,
shall, during her lifetime or so long as she doesnot re-
marry, be entitled to receive a pension calculated at
the rate of fifty (50) per centum of the pension the
employe was receiving or would have been receiving
had he beenretired at the time of his death.
