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lish and designate by ordinance, resolution or other
manner, alternate or substitute sites or places, as the
emergency temporary location or locations of govern-
ment, where all or any part of the public business may
be transacted and conducted during the emergency situ-
ation. Such sites or places may be within or without
the territorial limits of sueh political subdivision and
may be within or without this Commonwealth.

Section 2. During the period when the public busi-
ness is being conducted at the emergency temporary
location or locations, the governing body and other
officers of a political subdivision of this Commonwealth
shall have and possess, and shall exercise at such loca-
tion or locations all of the executive, legislative and
judieial powers and functions conferred upon such body
and officers by or under the laws of this Commonwealth.
Such powers and functions may be exercised in the light
of the exigencies of the emergency situation without re-
gard to or compliance with time consuming procedures
and formalities prescribed by law and pertaining
thereto, and all acts of such body and officers shall be
as valid and binding as if performed within the terri-
torial limits of their political subdivision.

Section 3. The provisions of this act shall control
and be supreme, in the event it shall be employed, not-
withstanding any statutory charter or ordinance provi-
sion to the contrary or in conflict herewith.

Section 4. This act shall take effect immediately.

AN ACT

Amending the act of May 17, 1921 (P. L. 682), entitled “An act
relating to insurance; amending, revising, and consolidating the
law providing for the incorporation of insurance companies, and
the regulation, supervision, and protection of home and foreign
insurance companies, Lloyds associations, reciprocal and inter-
insurance exchanges, and fire insurance rating bureaus, and the
regulation and supervision of insurance carried by such com-
panies, associations, and exchanges, including insurance carried
by the State Workmen’s Insurance Fund; providing penalties;
and repealing existing laws,” permitting certain additional in-
surance companies to come within the provisions thereof.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. Section 419, act of May 17, 1921 (P. L.
682), known as ‘‘The Insurance Company Law of
1921,”’ amended June 20, 1947 (P. L. 690), i1s amended

Section 419. Certain Companies Heretofore Organ-
ized May Come within Proyisions of Act.—Every com-
pany incorporated or reincorporated under the act of
April twenty-eighth, one thousand nine hundred and
three (Pamphlet Laws, thre¢ hundred twenty-nine),
entitled ‘‘An act to provide for the incorporation and
regulation of corporations for the purpose of making
insurance upon the health of individuals, and against
personal injury and disablement and death therein;
limiting the amount for which such corporations may
issue policies, and providing the manner in which cer-
tain existing corporations may become reincorporated
under this act,”” or under the act of April twentieth,
one thousand nine hundred twenty-seven (Pamphlet
Laws, three hundred seventeen), entitled ‘‘An act au-
thorizing certain existing beneficial or protective socie-
ties, heretofore incorporated, to reincorporate for the
purpose of making insurance upon the health of indi-
viduals and against personal injury and disablement
and death; regulating such corporations and limiting
the amount for which corporations may issue policies;
and imposing a tax on gross premiums of companies
reincorporated under the provisions of this act,”” or un-
der the act of June twenty-fourth, one thousand nine
hundred thirty-nine (Pamphlet Laws, six hundred
eighty-six), entitled ‘“An act authorizing certain ex-
isting beneficial or protective societies, heretofore in-
corporated, to reincorporate as limited life insurance
companies for the purpose of making insurance upon
the health of individuals and against personal injury
and disablement and death; regulating such corpora-
tions and limiting the amount for which such corpora-
tions may issue policies,’”” or under any subsequent act,
authorizing certain existing incorporated heneficial or
protective societies to reincorporate, or to merge and
reincorporate as limited life insurance companies, or
under the act of July 15, 1957 (P. L. 929), entitled *‘ An
act authorizing the tncorporation of limited life insur-
ance companies for the purpose of issuing insurance
upon the health of individuals and against personal in-
jury and disablement and death, including endowment
msurance; regulating such companies and limiting the
amounts for which such companies may issue policies,”’
having in the case of a stock company a capital of not
less than three hundred thousand dollars ($300,000),
and a surplus at least equal to fifty per centum of the
capital, or having,.in the case of a mutual company,
insurance in force in an aggregate amount of not less
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than one million dollars ($1,000,000), on not less than
four hundred persons and a surplus of not less than
two hundred thousand dollars ($200,000), may, not-
withstanding any limitation to the contrary, established
by any act of Assembly or by the provisions of its
charter, issue policies insuring the lives of persons, and
évery insurance appertaining thereto, may grant and
dispose of annuities, and may insure against personal
injury, disablement or death resulting from traveling or
general accidents, and against disablement resulting from
sickness, and every insurance appertaining thereto, as
specified in subdivision (a) clause one (1) of section two
hundred and two (202) of this act.
