Requiring State licensing boardsand agenciesto give credit for
training receivedin the armed servicesof the United States
toward requirementsfor internship, clerkship, apprenticeship
and other job training as a prerequisiteto issuinga license.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Penti-
sylvania hereby enactsas follows:

Section 1. Any personwho is now required by law
to servean apprenticeship,internship,clerkshipor other
job training as a prerequisitefor licensure before any
Stateboardor agency,shall receivecreditfor any period
of suchqualifying training in the armedservicesof the
United Statestoward such requirementof training upon
furnishing such official documentsor other proof, as
may be required by the board or agency,that he did
engagein such qualifying training while in the armed
services of the United Statesas such requirement is
interpretedby the responsibleboardor agency.

Section 2. The credit for training undersection 1 of
thisact shallnot beacceptedby a boardor agency,unless
it meets the minimum requirementsfor such training
as is now provided by law or any rules or regulation
promulgatedthereunder.

(2) Twenty-five per centumof all money allocatedto
each municipality shall be usedfor construction,recon-
struction or widening of roadsand streets,bridges and
drainagestructures.[When] Exceptas providedherein,
whenall roadsandstreetsof amunicipalityare classified
as improved according to the standardsof the depart-
ment, the twenty-five per centum required to be used
for roadand streetimprovementmay be usedfor main-
tenanceand repairof roadsand streets. Whenall roads
andstreetsof anyimportanceasdeterminedby the town-
ship supervisors and the departmentare classified as
improvedin any townshipof the secondclass,the twenty-
five per centummay be usedfor maint&nanceof roads
and bridges in the township.
