(b) The county board of school directors in respect

duty shall be—

(1) To prepare plans for the proper education and
training of handicapped children as hereinafter pro-
vided;

(2) To provide, maintain,administer,superviseand
operateschools and classesfor handicappedchildren in
accordancewith a plan approvedby the State Council
of Education ashereinafterprovided;

(3) To estimateandfile with the Departmentof Public
Instruction the cost of classesand schools for handi-
cappedon or beforethe first day of July of eachyear;

(4) To employ temporary professional and profes-
sionalemployes,supervisorsandteachers,andto employ
all other personsnecessaryto carry on educationand
training for handicappedchildren and to determinethe
salariesto be paid. All employesso employedshallhave
the samerights of membershipin the Public SchoolEm-
ployes’ Retirement Association as employes of school
districts.

(5) To enterinto agreementwith other countyboards
of school directors to establish, operate and maintain
audio-visual libraries and instructional materialscenters
jointly. No such audio-visual library and instructional
materials centershall be establishedjointly unless the
several county boardsparticipating in the project shall
first enter into and record in their respectiveminutesa
written agreement,by and among themselves,that the
proposedaudio-visuallibrary and instructional materials
centershall be established,operatedand maintained in
such mannerand upon such terms as the participating
county boardsmay agree upon, and no changeshall be
madethereinwithout the written consentof eachcounty
board first obtained by theaffirmative voteof a majority
of the membersof eachof the respectivecounty board.s:
Provided, That no such agreementshall becomeeffective
and binding upon the parties thereto unlesssaid agree-
mentis approvedin writing by the Departmentof Public
Instruction.

(6) To establish, construct, rent, equip, furnish and
maintain, individually or jointly, with other county
boards, rooms,buildings andfacilities necessaryto house
and operate an audio-visual library and instructional
materials centerand to employtemporary professional
and professionalemployesand such other employesas
may be necessaryto administer the services,subject to
approval by the Departmentof Public Instruction. All
personsso employedshall havethe samerights of mem-
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bership in the Public SchoolEmployes’RetirementAsso-
ciation as employesof schooldistricts.

(7) In caseswhere two or more county boards of
school directors establish, operate and maintain audio-
visual libraries and instructional materials centers
jointly, as providedin this act, all membersof the par-
ticipating county boardsshall constitutea committeeto
be known as the Joint Committeeof County Board.s.
This joint committeeof county boardsshall haveall the
powersand duties and be subject to all the liabilities
with referenceto thesupervision,maintenanceand regu-
lation of audio-visual libraries and instructional ma-
terials centersasare now or maybe conferredor imposed
by law generally. This joint committeeof countyboards
may name a subcommitteeof the joint committee of
county boardsthat shall be composedof not less than
three membersof the joint committee. This subcom-
mittee may be delegatedall the powersand dutiesand
be subjectto all the liabilities with referenceto the super-
vision, maintenance and regulation of audio-visual
libraries and instructional materials centers,exceptthat
of adoptingthe budgetfor the operationof suchlibraries
and centersand of designatinga countysuperintendent
of one of the participating countiesto administer and
supervise such a center. The affirmative vote of a
majority of all membersof the joint committeeof county
boards, or of the subcommitteeof the joint committee
of county boardsif authorized,duly recorded,showing
how each membervoted, shall be required in order to
transactbusinessrelating to the affairs of the committee.
The joint committeeof county boards, and the subcom-
mitteeif authorized,shall organize annually during the
month of Decemberby electing a president,vice-presi-
dent and treasurer, respectively,who shall perform the
duties imposed on similar officers of regular school
boards. The joint committeeof county boards,and the
subcommitteeif authorized,shall eachelect a secretary
at its first Decembermeetingand eachfour years there-
after. The joint committee shall designate a county
superintendentof one of the participating counties to
administer and supervisethe audio-visual library and
instructional materials center. Countysuperintendents
in other participating counties shall assist the county
superintendentso designated.

(8) To contract with other county boardsand with
individual schooldistricts to provideaudio-visuallibrary
servicesand instructional materialscentersfor a period
of not less than five years. Suchdistricts are hereby
authorized to enter into such contracts,with county
boards of school directors. In the event audio-visual
library servicesand instructional materials centersare
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not provided by the county board as authorizedherein,
school districts, individually or jointly, may provide
suchservices:Provided, That prior approval in writing
is grantedby the Departmentof Public Instruction.

(9) To assesseach school district contracting with
county boardsfor servicesprovidedin connectionwith
audio-visuallibraries and instructional materialscenters
for such district’s proportionate share of the cost of
suchservices,or if a conventionof schooldirectorsfrom
districts desiring such services,by an affirmative vote
of a majority of the directorspresentandvoting, author-
ize the county boardof school directors to providesuch
services,the county boardof schooldirectors mayassess
the districts representedin the conventionfor each
district’s proportionateshareof thecost of suchservices:
Provided, That such authorizationshall be for a period
of not less than five years:And providedfurther, That
the conventionmay place a limit on such assessment
which may not be exceeded. In either event, the pro-
portionate share of a district shall be determined by
multiplying the cost of the servicesby a fraction, the
numerator of which shall be the numberof pupils in
averagedaily membershipin the district and the denomi-
nator of which shall be the total numberof pupils in
averagedaily membershipin all districts to which such
serviceswill be furnished.

Section 810. Election of Councilmen.—At the mu-
nicipal electionto be held in the yearone thousandnine
hundredand forty-seven,thereshall be electedin each
borougha sufficient numberof councilmento equalone-
half of the entirenumberof whichsuchcouncil is legally
composed,to servefor a term of four yearsfrom the first
