Amending the act of May 11, 1889 (P. L. 188), entitled “A
further supplementto an act, entitled ‘An act to establisha
board of wardensfor the Port of Philadelphia,and for the
regulation of pilots and pilotage, and for other purposes,’
approvedMarchtwenty-ninth,one thousandeight hundredand
three, and for regulating the ratesof pilotage and numberof
pilots,” further regulating the ratesof pilotage.

The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvaniaherebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. Section 1, act of May 11, 1889 (P. L.
188),entitled “A further supplementto an act, entitled
‘An act to establisha board of wardensfor the Port of
Philadelphia,and for the regulationof pilots and pilot-
age, and for other purposes,’approvedMarch twenty-
ninth, one thousandeight hundredand three, and for
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regulatingthe ratesof pilotage and numberof pilots,”
amendedApril 29, 1955 (P. L. 35), is amendedto read:

Section 1. That from and after the passageof this
act, the rates of pilotage for conductinga vesselfrom
the Capesof the Delawareto the City of Philadelphia
or other placeon the River Delaware,andfrom the city
of Philadelphiaor other place on the River Delaware
to the Capesof the Delaware,in either case,shall be
for every half foot of water which a vessel shall draw,
under, up to and including twelve feet, the sum of two
dollarsandfifty centsperhalf foot andfor every vessel
drawingover twelve feet the sum of [three dollars and
thirty-sevenand one-halfcents} threedollars and seven-
ty-fivecentsper half foot of water.An increaseof tenper
centum from the said rates shall be paid to the pilot
wheneverhe shall speakan inward-boundvessel,at any
point eastof the Five FathomBank Light-ship, or north
of Hereford Inlet Lighthouse or south of Fenwick’s
Island Lighthouse;and a deduction of ten per centum
from the said ratesshall be madewhenan inward-bound
vessel is first spoken by the pilot inside of a straight
line drawn from Cape May Light to Cape Henlopen
Light: Providedalways, That a vesselinward-bound,to
any port or place on the Bay or River Delaware,which
is not spokenor offered the servicesof a pilot outside
of a straight line drawn from CapeHenlopenLight to
CapeMay Light shall be exemptfrom the duty of taking
a pilot, andthe vesselaswell ashermaster,owner,agent
or consigneeshall be exempt from the duty of paying
pilotage, or half pilotage, or any penalty whatsoever
in caseof her neglector refusalto do so.
