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bers of the board of control. The selectedmembersof
the board shall serve one year, when their successors
shall be selected. Vacancies occurring shall be filled
by theboard for theunexpiredtermof thememberwhose
death, resignationor removal causedthe vacancy.

(b) This section shall not apply to any county in
which therehas beencreatedby existing law a similar
board of control, and any referencesto the board of
control in this subdivisionshall be inapplicablein so far
as they are inconsistentwith the provisionsof suchlaw.

The Third Class The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Penn-
City Code. sylvaniaherebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. Sections4320 and 4322, act of June 23,
1931 (P. L. 932), known as “The Third Class City
Code,” reenactedand amendedJune 28, 1951 (P. L.
662), areamendedto read:

Section 4320. Firemen’s Pension Fund; Manage-
ment; Annuity Contracts.—Exceptas hereinafterpro-
vided, cities shall provide annuity contractsor establish,
by ordinance,a firemen’spensionfund, to be maintained
in part by an equal and proportionatemonthly charge
againsteachmemberof the fire department,which shall
not exceedannuallythreepercentumof the payof such
member. In any casewherethereis an existingorgani-
zationor associationfor the benefitof fully paid firemen,
constituting and having in charge the distribution of
firemen’s pension funds, no annuity contract shall be
provided, norshall any firemen’spensionfundsbe estab-
lished under the provisions of this section unless and
until the membersof such organization or association,
by a two-thirds vote, electto transfer said existing fund
