AN ACT

Amending the act of July 25, 1913 (P. L. 1311), entitled “An act
providing for the establishmentof a StateIndustrial Home for
Women; authorizingthe purchaseof a site, and the erection
thereonandequipmentof necessarybuildings; providing for the
commitment to said State Industrial Home for Women of
femalesbetweenthe agesof sixteenand thirty years,convicted
of, or pleadingguilty to, thecommissionof anycriminaloffense;
and providing for the governmentandmanagementof said in-
stitution; and making an appropriationto carry out the pur-
posesof this act,” making sheriffs responsiblefor the transpor-
tation of women prisonersto the Industrial Home.

Women. sylvaniaherebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. Section 18, act of July 25, 1913 (P. L.
1311), entitled “An act providing for the establishment
of a StateIndustrial Homefor Women;authorizingthe
purchaseof a site, and the erection thereonandequip-
ment of necessarybuildings; providing for the commit-
ment to said State Industrial Home for Women of
females betweenthe ages of sixteen and thirty years,
convictedof, or pleading guilty to, the commissionof
any criminal offense;andproviding for the government
and managementof said institution; and making an
appropriationto carry out the purposesof this act,” is
amendedto read:

Section 18. The clerk of any court by which a crimi-
nal shall be sentencedto the said Industrial Homeshall
forthwith notify the [superintendent thereof of such
sentence,who shall thereuponsendan agent,who shall
be a woman, to receivethe prisonerat the county jail
and] sheriff of the county wherein such prisoner shall
have been sentenced,who shall transport her in the
accompanimentof a female deputy or causeher to be
transportedby a female deputy to the Industrial Home
[, and it shall be the duty of the sheriff to deliver her
to said agent]. The clerk shall furnish to said [agent]
sheriff a record of the case, for which he shall receive
such fees from the county as are now allowed by law
for similar services. The said sheriff accompaniedby
the female deputy or the female deputy, as the case
maybe,shall deliver the said prisonerand the record of
the caseto the superintendentof said Industrial Home,
for which the sheriff shall be allowed such fees to be
paid by the county as are now allowed by law for
similar services.

i:m- Section 2. This act shall takeeffect immediately.
