after, two membersor onemember,as is requiredto fill
the expiring terms. In countiesof the secondclass,the
two additionalmembersshall be electedin the year one
thousandnine hundredfifty-six and eachsix yearsthere-
after. In countiesovereighty thousand(80,000) popula-
tion electing to have seven (7) members the two
additionalmembersshallbe electedfor termscoterminous
with that of the one memberelected in the year one
thousand nine hundred fifty-six and every six years
thereafter. Prior thereto, the vacanciesshall be filled
as hereinprovided in the caseof other vacancies. All
vacanciesoccurring by reasonof death,resignation,re-
moval from the county, or otherwise,shall be filled by
a majority vote of the remainingmembersof the county
boardof schooldirectors. The personelectedto fill such
vacancyshallhold his office until the next annual con-
vention, at which a successorshall be elected for the
remainderof the unexpiredterm.
