Penalty. Section 5. Any personwho shall violate any of the
provisionsof this act or the rules, regulations,permits,
conditions, or orders of the Departmentof Health, as
hereinprovided for, shall, upon conviction in a summary
proceeding,be sentencedto pay a fine of not less than
one hundred dollars ($100) and not more than three
hundreddollars ($300), and, in default of paymentof
such fine and costs, shall be imprisoned for a term of
not more than thirty days. The penaltiesprescribedin
this sectionshall extend in their application to the offi-
cers of any partnership,corporation or association.

AN ACT

Amending the act of May 4, 1927 (P. L. 519), entitled “An act
concerningboroughs,and revising,amending,and consolidating
the law relating to boroughs,” permitting council to request
that a certified check accompanybids for contracts.

The Borough The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Penn-
Code. sylvania herebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. Subsection(b), section 1316, act of May
4, 1927 (P. L. 519), known as “The Borough Code,”
reenactedand amendedJuly 10, 1947 (P. L. 1621) and
amendedJuly 19, 1951 (P. L. 1026),is amendedto read:

Section 1316. Regulationof Contracts.—* * *
(b) Theacceptanceof bids shallonly be madeby pub-

lic announcementat the meetingat which bids are re-
ceived, or at a subsequentmeeting, the time and place
of which shnll be publicly announcedwhen bids are re-
ceived. If for any reasononeor bothof the abovemeet-
ings shall not be held, the same businessmay be trans-
acted at any subsequentmeeting if at least five days
notice thereofshallbe publishedin the newspaperafore-
said. Council may request that a certified check,in an
amount to be determinedby them,shall accompanyev-
ery bid and,when requested,no bid shall be considered
unless so accompanied.
