It shall be unlawful for the Common-
wealth or any of its departments,boards, commissions,
agenciesor any political subdivision, to refuseto hire
or employ any individual not on extendedactive duty
becauseof his membershipin the NationalGuardor any
one of the reservecomponentsof the armed forces of
the United States, or to discharge from employment
such individual, or to otherwise discriminate against
such individual with respect to compensation, hire.
tenure, terms, conditions or privileges of employment
becauseof suchmembership.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania hereby enactsas follows:

Section 1. Section 1, act of June 25, 1947 (P. L.
938), entitled “An act relating to the annual salaries
and compensationof certain county officers of counties
of the seventhclass,” amendedOctober 11, 1951 (P. L.
1707), is amendedto read:

Section 1. That in counties of the seventhclassthe
annual salary of the sheriff shall be [four thousand
dollars ($4,000)] five thousand two hundred dollars
($5,200).

The district attorney shall receivean annual salary
dependingupon the population of the county, as fol-
lows: (a) twenty thousand(*20,000) andmore,but less
than thirty thousand(*30,000) [two thousandfive hun-
dred dollars ($2,500)] three thousandseven hundred
dollars ($3,700); (b) thirty thousand(30,000)andmore,
but less than forty thousand (40,000), [three thousand
dollars ($3,000)] four thousand two hundred dollars
($4,200); (c) forty thousand (40,000) and more, but
less than fifty thousand (50,000), [three thousandfive
hundred dollars ($3,500)] four thousand seven hun-
dred dollars ($4,700).

The annualsalaryof each county commissionershall
be [two thousandtwo hundreddollars ($2,200)] three
thousandfour hundreddollars ($3,400).
