Subtract from the sum so obtained the
amount of State appropriation applicable. The re-
mainder shall be designated as the ‘‘district cost for
vocational or other eztension education.’’ Determine the
total pupil hours of instruction during the school year
immediately preceding, divide the *‘district cost for
vocational or other extension education’’ by the total
pupil hours of instruetion. The cost so determined shall
be the ‘‘vocational or other extension tuition charge
per pupil hour of instruction.”’

AN ACT

Amending the aet of April 29, 1937 (P. L. 487), entitled, as
amended, “An act to provide for the permanent personal regis-
tration of electors in cities of the second class, cities of the
second class A, cities of the third class, boroughs, towns, and
townships as a condition of their right to vote at elections and
primaries, and their enrollment as members of political parties
as a further condition of their right to vote at primaries; pre-
scribing certajn procedure for the conduct of elections and
primaries ancf the challenge and proof of qualifications of
electors; requiring the county commissioners of the various
counties to act as a registration commission therefor; and
prescribing the powers and duties of citizens, parties, political
bodies, registration commissions, commissioners, registrars,

: inspectors of registration and other appointees of registration
commissions, county election boards, election officers, municipal
officers, departments and bureaus, pollce officers, courts judges,
prothonotaries, sheriffs, county commissioners, peace officers,
county treasurers, county controllers, registrars of vital statistics,
certain public util’itv corporations, real estate brokers, rental
agents, and boards of school directors; and imposing penalties,”
requiring the commission to prepare for each election district
a list of the names and addresses of registered electors arranged
either by streets and house numbers or alphabetically.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. Subsection (a) of section 33, act of April
29, 1937 (P. L. 487), known as ‘‘The Permanent Regis-
tration Act for Cities of the Second Class, Cities of the
Second Class A, Cities of the Third Class, Boroughs,
Towns and Townships,’’ reenacted and amended May 31,
1955 (P. L. 62) and amended April 30, 1957 (P. L. 64),
is amended to read:

Section 33. Street Lists; Posting.—(a) Commenec-
ing not later than the fiftieth day prior to each primary
and election, the commission shall prepare for each
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election district a list of the names and addresses of
all registered electors as of that date resident in the
district, either arranged by streets and house numbers
or arranged alphabetically [Provided, That the method
of arranging such lists alphabetically as authorized by
this amendment shall not be used by any commission
which heretofore prepared such lists by streets and
house numbers and the method of arranging such lists
alphabetically shall be discontinued not later than three
years after the effective date of this amendment].

Section 2. This act shall take effect immediately.

AN ACT

Amending the act of April 27, 1925 (P. L. 324), entitled “An act
for the distribution by the Commonwealth and counties to
townships and school districts of moneys received from the
United States from Forest Reserves within the Commonwealth,”
authorizing the electors of a township to adopt an alternative
basis for distribution of moneys.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. Section 2, act of April 27, 1925 (P. L.
324), entitled ‘‘An act for the distribution by the Com-
monwealth and counties to townships and school distriets
of moneys received from the United States from Forest
Reserves within the Commonwealth,”” is amended to
read:

Section 2. [Upon] Unless the electors of a township
have approved by affirmative vote the alternative basis
for distribution of such money as provided in section 3
of this act, upon the receipt of such moneys by the
county treasurer, three-fourths thereof shall be set apart
for the benefit of the public schools and the remaining
one-fourth thereof for the benefit of the public roads
of the townships of the county in which any part of said
reserve is situated; and the said moneys shall be paid
by warrant of the county commissioners to the treasurers
of the several school districts and townships in which
the forest reserve is situated, in the *proportion that the
area of said reserve in the respective school districts
or townships bears to the area of the reserve within
the county.
