A bill maybe introducedin council to annexsaid land,
settingforth a descriptionof the territory to be annexed
andthe coursesanddistancesof the boundariesof such
territory. If said bill becomesan ordinanceby action
of council,a copy thereofshall becertifiedto the Depart-
ment of Internal Affairs.

sylvania herebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. The Department of Property and Sup-
plies, with the approvalof the Governor, is herebyau-
thorizedon behalfof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvania
to sellandconveyto the SchoolDistrict of theTownship
of Skippaek,for the considerationof one dollar ($1),
an easementfor the flow and drainage of water over
the following ~eseribed tract of land, presentlyunder
the jurisdiction of the Departmentof Justiceandsituate
in the Township of Skippack, County of Montgomery,
Commonwealthof Pennsylvania,said tractbeingbounded
and describedas follows:

Beginningat a point setat the dividing line of lands Description.
of the SchoolDistrict of the Township of Skippackand
lands of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvania,Eastern
StatePenitentiary;thencesouthsixty-nine (69) degrees

The conveyanceshall be madeunderandsubjectto all
easements,servitudesand rights of way, including but
not confinedto streets,roadwaysand rights of any tele-
phone, telegraph,water, electric, gas or pipe line com-
panies, as well as underand subject to any estatesor
tenanciesvestedin third persons,whetheror not appear-
ing of record, for any portion of the land or improve-
mentserectedthereon.

The conveyanceshallbe madesubjectto the condition
that, if the easementceasesto be usedfor the flow and
drainageof water, the title theretoshall revert to the
Commonwealthof Pennsylvania.

Section 1. Section 1, act of May 3, 1923 (P. L. 134),
entitled “An act making the proceedingsof the conven-
tions of the Departmentsof Pennsylvaniaof the Grand
Army of the Republic andthe United SpanishWar Vet-
eransapart of the public recordsof the State;andpro-
viding for their publication anddistribution,” amended
June30, 1955 (P. L. 241), is amendedto read:

Section 1. Be it enacted,&c., That wheneverthe de-
partmentcommandersof the GrandArmy of the Repub-
lic, the United SpanishWar Veterans,the Veteransof
ForeignWars of theUnited States,theAmericanLegion,
the DisabledAmericanVeteransof the World War, the
AmericanVeteransof World War II (AMVETS), Mili-

Section 1. Section 3, act of April 18, 1929 (P. L.
609), entitled “An act providing for the location, care,
and maintenanceof graves of soldiers,sailors,marines,
and membersof the enlisted nurse corps; and for the
compilationand preservationof recordsrelatingto such
soldiers, sailors, marines, and membersof the enlisted
nursecorps, and their burial places,by county commis-
sioners,at the expenseof the counties;andimposingcer-
tain dutiesupon persons,firms, corporations,andmunici-
palities, owning and controlling cemeteries;conferring
certain dutieson the Departmentof Military Affairs,”
is amendedto read:

For the purpose of locating the burial
placesof personswho have served in the military or

collect the requireddata, and prepareand file with the

Section 1. Section 892, act of June24, 1939 (P. L.
872), known as “The Penal Code,” amendedJune 28,
1955 (P. L. 204), is amendedto read:

Section 892. Illegal Sale of Veterans’ Flowers.—
‘Whoever imitates, sells or offers to sell the labeledarti-
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ficial flowers of the American Legion, Veteransof For-
eign Wars, Spanish-AmericanWar Veterans,American
War Mothers,DisabledAmericanVeteransof the World
War, the American Veterans of World War II
(AMVETS), [and] the Marine Corps League,and the
Italian American World War Veteransof the United
States, Incorporated, namely the poppy, the buddy
poppy, carnation, American War Mothers’ carnatiou,
the forget-me-not, the four leaf white clover, [and the
poinsettiaand the daisy,excepton the day or daysdesig-
natedor appointedby the respectiveveterans’orgaiiiza-
tions to conductsuch sales,shall, upon conviction, in a
summaryproceeding,be sentencedto pay a fine of not
morethanfifty dollars ($50), and in defaultof the pay-
ment of such fine, and costs,shall be sentencedto im-
prisonmentfor ten (10) days.

Section 528. Obscene~~orSacrilegious]Exhibition.—
Whoevergives or participatesin, or being the owner of
any premises,or havingcontrol thereof, permitswithin
or on saidpremises,anydramatic,theatrical,operatic,or
vaudevilleexhibition, or theexhibition of fixed or moving
pictures,*of [a lascivious,sacrilegious,obscene,indecent,
or immoral natureand character,or such asmight tend
to corruptmorals] an obscenenature, is guilty of a mis-
demeanor,and upon conviction thereof, shall be sen-
tencedto paya fine not exceeding[five hundreddollars
($500)] one thousandfive hundred dollars (**$1,500),
or undergoimprisonmentfor a periodnot exceeding[one
(1) year] two (2) years,or both.

“An act creating a Municipal Employes’ RetirementSystem
for the paymentof retirement allowancesto officers and em-
ployes of political subdivisionsand municipal authoritiesand
of institutions supportedand maintainedby political subdivi-
sions, and providing for the administrationof the sameby a
board composedof certain state officers and others appointed
by the Governor; imposing certain duties on the State Em-
ployes’ RetirementBoard and the actuary thereof; providing
the procedurewhereby political subdivisions and municipal
authoritiesmayjoin suchsystem,andimposingcertainliabilities
and obligations on such political subdivisions and municipal
authorities in connection therewith, and as to certain existing
retirement andpension systems,andupon officersandemployee
of such political subdivisions;institutions supportedand main-
tainedby political subdivisions,anduponmunicipal authorities;
