AN ACT

Amending the act of March 10, 1949 (P. L. 30), entitled “An
act relating to the public school system, including certain
provisionsapplicableas well to private and parochial schools;
amending,revising, consolidatingand changingthe laws relating
thereto,” extending the time within which school taxes shall
be levied and assessedby the board of schooldirectorsin school
districts of the second,third and fourth class, and validating
certain taxes.

Public 5chool The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonw’ealthof Penn-

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( Section 1. Subsection(a) of section672,act of March

Section 672. Tax Levy; Limitations.—(a) In all
school districts of the second,third, andfourth class,all
school taxesshallbe levied andassessedby the board of
school directorstherein, during the month of February
or March or April or May or Juneeachyear,for the en-
suing fiscal year, except in districts of the secondclass
where the fiscal year begins on the first day of January,
in which theschool taxesshallbe levied andassesseddur-
ing the monthof Octoberor Novemberof eachyear. In
schooldistricts of the secondclassthe tax rate shallnot
exceedtwenty mills on the dollar, and in school districts
of the third andfourth classshallnot exceedtw’enty-five
mills on the dollar, on the total amount of the assessed
valuation of all property taxable for school purposes
therein. Each school district of the second, third or
fourth classmay also collect a per capita tax on each
residentor inhabitant of such district, over twenty-one
yearsof age, ashereinprovided.

Validating Section 2. The provisionsof this amendingact shall
certain taxes, apply to all taxeslevied by any school district during

the year 1959 andthereafter.Notwithstandingthe pro-
visions of the act to which this is an amendmentor any
other law, any tax levied during the year 1959 which
would havebeenvalid and effective, except for the fact
that the resolutionimposingthe samewasfinally enacted
subsequentto June 1, 1959, is hereby declared to be
valid andsubsisting,the sameas thoughsuch resolution
were finally enactedwithin the time prescribedby law
as it existedprior to the effective dateof this amending
act, provided such resolution was finally enactedprior
to July 1, 1959.
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Section 3. All acts andparts of acts are repealedin General repeal.

AN ACT
Providing for the acceptanceby the Commonwealthof Pennsyl-

vaniaof the provisionsof the actof CongressapprovedSeptem-
ber 2, 1958, concerningassistanceto statesand subdivisions
thereof for the training of manpower of sufficient quality and
quantity to meet our national defense needs; and conferring
powers and imposing duties on the State Treasurer,the State
Council of Education and the State Board for Vocational
Education.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvaniaherebyenactsas follows

Section1. TheCommonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
acceptsthe provisionsand the funds provided in an act
of Congress,approvedSeptembersecond, one thousand
nine hundred fifty-eight. w’hich authorizedFederalap-
propriationsto provideassistanceto statesandtheir sub-
divisions in order to insure trained manpowerof suffi-
cient quality and quantity to meetthe national defense
needsof the United States.

Section 2. The provisionsof said act of Congressand Purposes for
the funds providedthereinare acceptedfor the following acceptance.

purposes:
(1) Strengtheningof Instruction in Science,Mathe-

matics and Modern Foreign Languages—Acquisitionof
laboratoryandotherspecialequipment,including audio-
visual materialsand equipmentand printed materials
other than textbookssuitable for use in providing edu-
cation in science,mathematicsor modern foreign lan-
guagein public elementaryor secondaryschools,or both,
and such minor remodelingof laboratory or otherspace
used for such materialsor equipmentas is necessary;
establishmentand maintenanceof in-service education
programsandconsultativeservices,both in the field and
throughoffice calls andcorrespondencefor science,math-
ematicsand modernforeign languageteachers;provide
leadershipin the development,distribution and use of
modern coursesof study and other teachingmaterials
requiredfor improvementof instructionin science,math-
ematicsand modern foreign languages.
