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Section 1168. Return to Employment.—Noleave of
absenceshall be grantedunlesssuch personshall agree
to return to his or her employmentwith the school dis-
trict for a period of not less thanoneschool term [after]
immediatelyfollowing suchleaveof absence.

No suchleaveof absenceshall beconsidereda termina-
tion or breachof the contract of employment,and the
personon leaveof absenceshall be returnedto the same
position in the sameschoolor schoolshe or sheoccupied
prior thereto.

Upon expiration of a sabbaticalleave, by consentof
the school board, the requirementthat the person on
leave of absenceshall return to the serviceof the school
district or to the same position in the same school or
schools that he or she occupied prior thereto, may be
waived. If the school board has not waived the obliga-
tio’rt to return to school service upon expiration of the
sabbatical leave and the employefails to do so, unless
preventedby illness or physical disability, the employe
shall forfeit all benefits to which said employc would
havebeenentitled under the provisionsof this act for the
period of the sabbaticalleave.

If such employeresignsor fails to return to his em-
ployment, unless the requirement to return to service
is waived by the board of school directors, the amount
contributed by the school district under section1170 of
this act to the *public School Employes’ Retirement
Fund shall be deductedfrom the refund payableto such
employeunder existing law and the amountso deducted
shall be refundedto the school district by which it was
paid.
