Section 601. Weighing or Measuring Permits.—It
shall be unlawful for any milk dealerto buy or receive
milk from producersat anyplant, station,creamery,fac-
tory or otherplacewithin the Commonwealthwheresuch
milk is weighedor measured,or to sell or deliver milk to
storesor consumers,unlessthe milk dealerholds a per-
mit for eachplace of weighing or measuringsuch milk,
issuedby the commissionashereinprovided.

Milk dealerswho receivemilk in tank trucksfrom bulk
storage tankslocated on the premisesof producersshall
hold weighingor measuringpermits for eachsuch tank
truck soused,and the provisionsof this sectionshall not
be construedto require such milk dealersto hold weigh-
ing or measuringpermits for such bulk storage tanks.

The weighing or measuringpermit shall be issued by
the commission for each such place upon application
therefor by the milk dealer, on a form prescribedby the
commission,furnishing information including that per-
taining to the apparatusandmethodsused,and persons
engagedin weighing or measuringthe milk. The appli-
cation shall be accompaniedby a fee of five dollars
($5.00), and shall be filed before commencingto weigh
or measuremilk, and annually thereafteron or before
Decemberfirst.
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Each weighing or measuringpermit shall be issued
hereunderfor the term of one calendaryear, and shall
be posted and kept in plain view of personsdelivering
milk at the place for which it is issued.
