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first advertisement to be published not less than fifteen
(15) days before the clay fixed for the opening of bids;
the notice shall contain a general description of the bonds,
the manner, place and time of the sale, or the time limit
for the receipt of proposals, the name of the officer to
whom bids or proposals shall be delivered, and a state-
ment of the terms ancl conditions of sale, which shall
include a statement of the highest met inlerest cost ac-
ceptable to the Authority: Provided, That any of said
bonds may be sold to the State Employes’ Retirement
Board, the State Employes’ Retirement Fund, or to the
School Employes’ Retirement Board, or to any other
custodial board or funcl, without advertisement or com-
petitive bidding. Where bonds shall be advertised for
sale and no bid complying with the terms and conditions
of the advertisement has been received, then it shall be
lawful for the Authority to sell such bonds, or others
in liew thereof, at private sale. For the purposes of this
section, net interest cost shall be determined by ascertain-
ing the total amount of interest payable with respect to
the bonds, computed from the date of the bonds to the
stated maturity dates thereof, plus the amount of any
discount from the principal amount of the bond or less
the amount of any premium in excess of the principal
amount of the bonds. The net interest cost to maturity
of the money recetved jor any tssue of bonds, whether
sold at public or privale sale, shall not exceed siz per
centum per annum. Pending the preparation of the de-
finitive bonds, interim receipts may be issued to the
purchaser or purchasers of such bonds, and may contain
such terms and conditions as the Authority may de-
termine.

Fees: eslmflar Section 2. The fee for services not herein specifically
provided for shall be the same as for similar services.

Pees to be pald  Section 3. The Clerk shall not be required to per-
' form any service whatsnever, until the requisite feé is
paid.

Specific repeal. Section 4. The act of May 1, 1879 (P. L. 40), entitled
““An act to provide for ihe fees to be paid to, collected,
received and charged by the clerks of courts of oyer and
terminer and general jail delivery and quarter sessions
of the peace in and for the counties in this Common-
wealth containing more than (500,000) five hundred
thousand inhabitants,’”’ is repealed in so far as it is
inconsistent herewith. Al other acts or parts of acts are
repealed in so far as they are inconsistent herewith.

Effective date. Section 5. This act shall take effect in thirty days.
