LAWS OF PENNSYLVANIA,

Section 615. Expiration of Licenses.—All operators’
licenses shall be issued for a license year commencing on
February first of one year and expiring January thirty-
first of the year following. Operators’ licenses shall also
expire when revoked or suspended for cause by the secre-
tary. Operators’ licenses for the succeeding year may,
at the option of the licensees, be used on and after Janu-
ary fifteenth of the current year.

The secretary may, with the approval of the Governor,
extend the time for nmot more than thirty (30) days for
any operators’ licenses issued under this section.

Section 823. Safety Glass.—

(d) It shall be unlawful to operate, on any public
highway or street in this Commonwealth, any trailer or
semi-trailer manufacturzd, assembled or reconstructed
after January 1, 1938, unless such trailer or semi-trailer
is equipped with safety glass, whenever glass is used in
doors, windows or windshields. This subsection shall not
apply to mobilehomes, house trailers or office traslers.

AN ACT

Amending the act of June 24, 1939 (P. L. 872), entitled “An act
to consolidate, amend and *revise the penal laws of the Com-
monwealth,” prohibiting th: sale of gasoline in glass containers.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. The act of June 24, 1939 (P. L. 872),
known as ‘‘The Penal (ode,”’ is amended by adding,
after section **699.11, a new section to read:

Section ***699.12. Sale of Gasoline in Qlass Con-
tatners.—Whoever sells gasoline in a glass container
shall, upon conviction thereof in a summary proceeding,
be sentenced to pay a fine not exceeding one hundred
dollars ($100) or to undergo imprisonment not exceeding
thirty (30) days.

Section 2. This act shall take effect in ten days.
